Rejectioll of thle studenlt petition ask-
inlg for an extellsion of the Christmas
holiday to include January 2 was voted
by theq' Institute Commnittee at its
meeting last night. The petition had
already been brought to the attention
of Deall Hai-old E. Lobdell '17, and
came to the student governing body-
for official recognition befol e beinlg
presented to the faculty.

Suchl action wias felt to be the wisest
course by the Committee due to the
t'act that the holiday is now too close
to give any time for effecting such
a change. It would necessitate a
change in the entire spring schedule
and dlisrllption of a great deal of the
faculty's wvork, since all curricular af-
fairs alre run according to a strict
schedule whlichl is arranged sometime
during the spring of the pl ecedillg
years.

Petition Signed by Bostonians
Ail exainilationl of the petition lre-

vealed the fact that tonly a fewv men
wshose si.-Piatures it contained would
bee illeonvselienceed wvere tlleyt to r e-
turn to school oll Janual v 2. Only
19 Per cent. of the 708 signers resided
outside of Newv Ellgland, aend the ma-
jority wvere from Boston or vicinity,
thus showing that those ill back of
the petition wvere not those for whose
benefit it was d3evisedl. A detailed an-
al}ysis of the petition is printed in a
sepalrate boxed al ticle in this issue.1

It was further poinltedl out thatX
those men whlo l eally wvalted ail ex- t
tra clay or so of vacation were not 
hanlpered ill doing so.

New York Church Constructed
To Withstand the Elements

For 5000 Years

"Architect of the third largest
cathedral in the world" will be the
title of Mr. Ralph Adams Cram, Al-
dred Lecturer who will speak at the
Institute today, on the completion of
St. John's Cathedral in New York.
Surpassed in size of floor space only
by St. Peter's in Rome and the Ca-
thedral of Seville, Spain, this mighty
house of worship will rise 175 feet
abovete teground.

From the standpoint of the architect
the crowning glory of St. John's will
be found in its nave, in which, by the
insertion of two lines of piers 85 and
98 feet in height to assist in carrying
the vault, Mr. Cram has been able to
secure a clear nav e width of 96 feet
between the clerestory walls. This is
:11 feet wider than that of St. Peter's.

No Elaborate Decorative Effects
Following the style known as the

Thirteenth Century F rench as de-
veloped by the medieval builders of
Notre Dame and Chartres, Amiens and
Rheims, the church will be marked by
great simplicity and dignity and a
sparing use of the elaborate sculptural
and other decorative effects which
characterize the flamboyant and per-
pendicular cathedrals of France and
England that were built at later times.

Piers Have Granite Cores
With its exterior clothed in selected

granite of a quality equal to that
which disintegrates at the rate of
about one inch in several thousand
years, and with all its piers of the
same material covered with Indiana
Limestone, the cathedral is expected
to remain standing for at least five
thousand years. Heretofore, there
have been many disastrous crumblings
Iof the walls and pillars of older
churches due to the poor construction,
but St. John's is designed to remain
standing for centuri1es.

The main piers of this cathedral
measure 11 by 16 f eet, consisting of
a heavy outer casing of limestone with
an inner core of massive squared
Igranite blocks each weighing 51/2 to 7
tons. The limestone casing consists
of selected stones most of which are
several tons in weight. Not only is
the world set in a concrete mortar that
hardens to the consistency of the
stone itself, but, at each course, it is
tied together by galvanized clamps,
one half inch thick and two inches in
width.

As to 'the actual size of the cathe-
dral: it has an interior width of 133
feet, a nave 96 feet wide and 123 feet
highl, height to roof 175 feet, and
clerestory windows 43 feet hi-h. One
of the interesting features of this
church is that there are no flying-but-
tresses as in medieval cathedrals.
The space they would take is in-
cluded in the nave making it the most

- ~~THE WISDOM OF REJECTION
'WITH the Institute Committee's negative action on the so-

called "One More Day" petition, the fond hopes of seven
hundred Technology students for a longer Christmas vacation
are blasted. For without the official sanction of its governing
body, a student petition, signed by no matter how many under-
graduates, would have received only general laughter from the
faculty.

-The petition was initiated by some public-spirited members
of the freshman class who were evidently somewhat unaware of
the seriousness of their proposal. It asked that the coming holi-

:day recess be extended to include January 2nd, a fine idea, no
doubt, and one which easily won the acclamation of a large

*number of men at the Institute. It would affect particularly
those men who are planning long trips home for Christmas, al-
lowing them an uninterrupted New Years Day with their fam-
ilies. And yet one-half of the signers of this petition are from
Greater Boston, while only 140 men had any real reason to ask

-for an extra day.
The fact that the group of men who really need a longer va-

cation is so small is enough in itself to cause a rejection of the
petition. But there are other important phases of the situation.
There is not enough time to make such a change in the estab-

-lished Institute calendar. The decision must have been arrived
at within two weeks, a time altogether insufficient for the ma-
chinery of administration to make a change so far-reaching in
its effects. Acceptance of a plan with -no other disadvantages
could not possibly be expected in so limited a time.

Even on the face of it, the idea of the petition is hardly wise.
The Institute calendar is made up several years in advance.
Lengthening one vacation makes it necessary to shorten some
other, an impossibility this year.

-After all, we are not suffering this year half so much as will
the students next year, when classes will be in session until De-

_cember 24th. That is something to which we may well have
-serious objection, and offers an excellent opportunity for con-

structive work on the part of the committee appointed at last
night's Institute Committee meeting.

;In all student-faculty problems, we at Technology are ac-
-cepted as gentlemen, and not as immature schoolboys. In keep-

ing with this general attitude, the Institute does not inflict rigid
penalties for absence and after vacations. Such absences are
very serious at most schools-Technology's students are fortu-

-nate in the consideration they are given.
When one realizes that only a few years ago ther e were r eg-u

lar classes at the Institute on New Year's Day, he comes to see
that there should be no great objection to the present system.
Much better may wte save our' ammunition for next year, when
there is some likelihood of favorable action. Along with one
member of the faculty, whose attitude is typical, we feel that
the petition had not the chance of "the proverbial snowball."

SENIORS-ATTENTION !
-TO the Seniors come two calls to support worthy causes. The

first of these is regarding the Aldred Lecture of this after-
noon. With the expenditure of much time and trouble. Prof es-
sor Ralph G. Hudson '05, who is in charge, has secured one of
the most prominent architects of the country to speak to the

-seniors, graduates, and the faculty. Mr. Cram is well worth
hearing. not only from an engineering standpoint, but because
of his vital personality. There should be a large attendance

-of seniors.
Inaugurating the mlovemenlt to make Walker Memorial a true

center of student activities, the Senior Dance is to be held next
Friday evening in North Hall. It is absolutely essential to the
strength of the movement that it be properly inaugurated by
the seniors with a spirit of whole-hearted co-operation, and
with the ice broken in the proper mann er, Walker will soon
take its proper place in the student life of the Institute.

There is noexcuse for absence from this affair. Roy Lamson
-and his Harvsardians are to furnish the music, and the plans of

thecomittee are to make it wsell worth attending. Moreover,
the tickets are to be distributed gratis in the Main Lobby in the
first part of next week. Be sure to get yours.

ANALYZED BY GRAPHS

Mathematical Solution Applies
To Athletic Records
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Professor A. E. Kennelly, Sc. D.,
[Director of Electrical Engineering
Research at Harvard University, was

|the speaker at the meeting of the
Faculty Club held last Wednesday
noon.

Dr. Kennelly gave an instructive
talk on "World's Records of Racing",
mentioning during the discussion foot
racing, horse racing, rowing, and au-
tomtobile racing, as well as several
other forms. He demonstrated to the
menibers of the club the fact that all
sauch racing records tend to approach
a definite mathematical limit which
may be computed and plotted on
logarithmic paper. He brought out
the significant fact that none of the
great racing records in a long period
of time has deviated very far from
l'the limit assigned it from the cal-
c ulactions.

Dr. Kennelly expressed the opinion
that Nurmi, world's champion runner,
|had evidently learned the same lesson
that may be learned from study of
the graphs, i.e. that in attempting to
set a record, a steady even pace main-
tained throughout the race is much
better than sprints or spurts.

The fact that such athletic prowess
could be reduced to mathematical for-
mulas and plotted oil paper, came as
a very illuminating revelation to the
great majority of those present arnd
occasioned a great deal of interest.
The next luncheon meeting of the club
will be held on Tlursday of next week.
