Hunsaker a Pioneer in the Development

And DesignLof First Naval Aircraft

Installed Wind Tunnel to Test
Model Airplanes for
Performance

Commander Jerome (. Hunsalker
12, lvice-president of Goodyear Zep-
pelin Corporation and former naval
attache of the American Embassy in
London is widely kuown for his pion-
eer work in the development, design
and construction of the airplane in
this eountry. As the Institute’s first
instructor in Aeronautical Engineer-
ing he undertook the construction of
a wind funnel for testing model air-
planes. In the aireraft division under
Admiral Taylor he produced the first
modern naval airship from which the
C and D types of dirigibles were later
developed.

Commander Hunsaker graduated
from the Naval Academy in 1908 and

from the Institute as a naval archi-
tect in 1912, After a wvear abroad
studying Eiffel’s work he returned to
serve as ah instructor and research
assistant and to train a number ot
experts in aeronautical constiruction.
it was at this time that a wind tunnel
became almest a necessity for the
hagis of new designs in the calcula-
tion of lift and drift and other data.

The tunne] was erected and went
into operation in 1914 in the labora-
tory which was the first building of
any kind on the Cambridge site.
When completed and housed in the
paper-covered shack, it represented a
combination of similar devices in Eng-
land, France and Germany which Hun-
saker had visited the vear before his
return, It has continued in opera-
tion to the present day with the ex-

ception of a short period during the
removal to a new site and proved
especially useful during the war when
there was only one other similar piece
of apparatus in the country.

Following an act of Congress last
winter authorizing the building of
two large dirigibles, the Goodvear
Zeppelin Corporation under the direc-
tton of Paul W. Litehfield '96 and
Commander Hunsaker began the de-
sign of the two ships now known as
the ZRS-4 and the ZRS-5. The crafts
are equipped engines lhoused within
the hull and the power is transmitied
to the propellers by means of trans-
verse shafts and a bhevel gear system.
The engines are so constructed that
the axis of each propelier mayv be
turned to the vertical position when
landing or leaving the ground.

Other features include hangars for
five scouting nlanes within the large
hulls of the ships. Launching of the
airplanes can be accomplished by low-
ering the machines through sliding
doors by means of a trapeze. A cruis-
ing range of 9,180 nautical miles is
claimed for the ships and a maximum
speed of 72.8 knots per hour.

When Commander Hunsaker began
to teach at the Institute the record
for the speed of an airplane was about
120 miles an hour. This had been
made in a machine little more than a
winged projectile which was operated
by a power plant which wonld now
be considered unsatisfactory for a
smaller machine. The lack of proper
aerodynamic information made land-
ing speads too high and flving danger-
ous and difficult. Six or eight hun-
dred wmiles was the record for dis-
tance flown across country. dlultiple-
engine aircraft were almost unknown
and carrying capacity was necessarily
small.

At an address to the staff and stu-
dents of the Department of Acrohau-
tical Engineering, Hunsaker said
" the larger you make them, the
ensier it is to make them go fast and
Lthe more ecenomical they are—eco-
nomical as measured by the relation
between structural weight and the
ravioad they will carry.”

Commander Hunsaker is an honor-
ary fellow in the Royal Aeronautical
Society, a member of the Franklin In-
stitute, of the Society of Naval Archi-
tects and Marine Engineers, and of
the Society of Automotive lngineers.
He was decorated with the Nayy
Cross. He was appointed by Prosi-
dent Harding to the National Advis-
ory Comimittee for Aeronautics.

SQUARE DESIGN IS
CHOICE FOR CREST
OF SENIOR RINGS

Examples Shown Unapproved
By Institute Committee
For Standard

NO SATISFACTION FOUND

Specimens Submitted by Four
Firms Do Not Satisfy
Expectations

As a further step in the question
of the choice of a standard Senior
Ring, a square crest has hbeen ap-
proved with the choice of workman-
ship to be left to the discretion of the
ring committee, This action was felt
to be necessary because of the wide
differences of opinion in regard to the
several designs submitted for ap-
provai.

Four different firms sent in speci-
mens of their work with designs
along the order of a beaver on the
crest of the ring. Some fault was
found with each of the examples ex-
hibited, however, and there was no
majority in favor of any ring. Sev-
eral different specimens were voted
upon, but there seemed to he some-
thing wrong in the details of the de-
sign of each.

The general opinion was for a
square design for the crest of the
ring. Among the specimens on ex-
hibition was a ring of this type, but
there was a general dissatisfaction
with the rest of the design. The other
rings were mnot approved because a
majority favored the square crest.

It was suggested that a choice of a
firm be made, and that they bhe re-
guested to submit a desien of this
type. The fact was brought up that
this could not be done in good faith,
and it would be unwise to follow out
this plan. The final decision was to
leave the choice of workmanship en-
tirely in the hands of the ring com-
mittee.

Investigation Shows That Use
‘Has Increased 10 Per Cent
Since 1912

In reply to a questionnaire sent out
some time ago to colleges and uni-
versities in the country regarding the
Honor system, 417 institutions sent

information. 160, or 39 per cent, of
those replying operate under gome
kind of Honor System. In 129 of them
it is used wholly; in 31 it is used only
partially. Of these 31, twenty-one use
it only in certain select advance
classes, seven employ it in certain de-
pariments only, and three use it only
in post graduate work. Of the col
leges using this system 15 per cent
were for men., 35 per cent for women,
and the rest coeducational.

251, or 61 per cent of the colleges
replying do not have the Honor Sys-
tem. They operate under the fac-
ulty espionage or the proctor system,
whereby the students are closely
watlched while they take examinations,
whereby no trust iz placed in them,
and where the shrewder man wins,
he he the student or the instructor.
This survey shows that there are
now 1{ per cent more colleges using
the Honor System than were shown
by a similar sarvey to be using it in
1912, In that year 66 per cent of the
rolleges using the svstem were col-
leges for men, 17 per cent were for
women, and 17 per cent coeducational.
In 1928, 15 per cent of the Northeast-
ern group that replied used the sys-
item, 23 per cent of the colleges in the
North Central group use it, while 38
per cent of the colleges in the West-
crn states that sent information have
the Honor Sysiem.

A prominent Nw York newspaper
hazarded the other day the opinion
that the average English university
graduate was a much more mature
product than the graduate of a uni-

versity on this wide of the Atlantic.
By mature, we presume, it meant that
he was more fully developed intel-
lectually, better fitted to cairy on his
life work. To admit this would be to
admit that we are poorer material,
less able to benefit by a college train-
ing, or that there is some defect in
the fypical North American univer-
gity.

It is our helief that the newspaper

mentioned 'is guite correet in making
this statement, and the fault lies
mostly in the fact that the average
American uandergraduate (we use
“American” here in its broad seuse)
is less intellectually mature than his
English confrere. But we must add
to this statement a gualification. The
advantage les with the latter be-
cause he is subject to greaier selec-
tion. .
What we mean to express is that
in the British Isles there are a2 smaller
number of university students per
capita of population than there are in
America. Over here, we have a mil-
lion or more college men and women.
Particularly in the United States do
we find in almost every city a col-
lege of some kind granting degrees.
There are State universities which
take care of a vast pumber of stu-
dents. A college education has be-
come a popular matter,

In England, on the other hand, uni-
versity education iz, comparatively
speaking, reserved for a few. By
necessity those who do go up to the
university are more highly selected,
are bhetter intellectual matervial, and
hence, when they graduate, we sup-
pose, somewhat more mature than
is the average college student here.

It must be remembered, however,
that in speaking of this matter we are
speaking of the average university
graduate. This cannot be too highly
emphagized.

Movie Feature At
Meeting of C. E. S.
Film Depicts Difficult Feats

Of Driving and Lining
Of Tunnels

At their last meeting on Wednes-
day, December 18, in North Hall of
Walker the Civil Engineering Society
wag shown, as a feature on the pro-
gram, the motion picture “IHydro-
electric Power Production in the New
South™.

This film. which was obtained
through the courtesy of E. I. ¢u Pont
de Nemours & Company, Inc. of Wil-
mington, Delaware, showed the devel-
opment of a great hydroelectrie pro-
ject in the heart of the Great Smoky
Mountains of North Carolina, How
the contractors were forced to blast
ledges along the sides of the mount-
ains for the right-of-way for a rail-
road to the site of the dam:; how ca-
bles, 200 feet above the river, were
thrown across a gorge so that men
as well as equipment could be swung
across in small cars to the hitherto
inaccessible eoperations; how a flume
had to be built to divert the waters of
a creek from the tunnel headings and
how ingenious machines were design-
ed so that the lining and driving of
the tunnels could progress at the
same time, are all depicted in the
film. Animated graphs outlined the
project plans and the same {ype of
illustralion made clear to the audi-
ence the correclt use of explosives in
tunnel work.

The film is the third of 2 series of
engineering motion pictures released
by the du Pont Company and was
well received because of current in-
terest in all hydroelectric and public
utilities developments.

Men from West Do Not Go
Home—509%, of Students
Live in Massachusetts

With the annual Chrisimas exodus
from Boston now at hand. the ques-
tion of the geographical distribution
of siudents comeg up for discussion.

The North Atlantic States lead in
the mamber of Technology students.
They also lead in the proportion of
nutnber of students to the population
of the states.

Massachusetts leads with 1549, or
slighily over 50 per cent of the total
registration. ol the Institute: New
York comes next with 285 students,
New Jersey with 105, Pennsylvania
with 100, and Connecticut with 89.
Maine contributes 45 and New Hamp-
shire 36, while Rhicde 1sland and Ver-
mont have 25 and 16 respectively,

For the students in these states
the trip home amounnts. at the most,
1o a Httle more than 12 hours ride
on the train. However. as we survey
those states which ave farther west
and sonth we find a considerable num-
her who have a large slice cut out of
their vacations by the time requirel
lo zo to and return from home. IHi-
nois leads with 86 students., Ohio is
next with 53, and the District of Col-
trnbia, Missouri. Michigan, and Texas
follow in order.

For those students living in the far
vestern states, the time regquired for
the irip and the expeunse involved is
so0 great as 10 make it practically im-
vossible for most of them to visit
their homes. Of these the grontdstl
number comes from California and;
Washington. The same applies to
most of the 188 students who hail;
from foreign countries., o few from .
nearby Canada heing excepted. The
nstitute bouasts at least one studen:
from practically every country in the

world.

A, E. 8, Will Build
Glider aos Designed
By Course XVi Men

Five Aeronautical Students to

Construct Glider Ready
For Use in Fall

During the second term the Insti-
tute will assist the members of the
Aeronautical Engineering Society in
the construetion of a glider for the
use at Technology next fall. This is
heing done since this work will be
of service in demonstrating principles
of aviation design and aerodynamics
in addition to actual flying experience.

Five students who volunteer from
Aviation Design Practise will substi-
tute glider design for their regular
work in this course. They will de-
sign the glider in detail and the parts
will be built by students of aviation
laboratories and summer shop course,
and members of the Aeronatutical En-
eineering Society. It is expected that
one model will be completed by the
heginning of next fall at which time
those who have a part in its construe-
tion will be given an opportunity for
short flights over the athletic field
and surrounding area. The necessary
initial veloeity will he supplied by a
1rubber shock cord and by means of
this the length of flight may be regu-
Iated.

The men showing the most aptitude
in handling a glider will have an
aopportunity for longer iflights off the
dunes at the Cape. Additional gliders
will be completed tfrom the same
plans as time permits.

Declaring that the dictation and en-
forcement of freshmen rules should be
in the hands of the faculty, one pro-
fessor at Victoria University recently
forbade the freshmen to enter his
iectures with the required yellow ties.
