Rontgen discovered its canse to be

the radiation from the positive end
of the tube, which lie called, for want
of a better name, X-Rays, X-Bays
are now kunown to be radiations pro-
duced by the bombardment of any
solid target by high speed elecirons,
which are freed from gases by an
electric current.

X-Ray photographs were taken and
developed during the lecture. Alum-
inum is more transparent than glass
before an X-Ray beam, Professor War-
ren showed, while lead is practicaliy
opaque, illustrating the fact that the
lighter a substance iz the. easier
X-Rays penetrate it.

The study of crystals has given us
most of our modern knowledge of
X-Rays, safd Dr. Warren. and vice
versa, we have learned of crystal
structure by means of X-Rays. The
propected reflection of an arc light
on a rippling pool of mercury was
used to illustrate diffracted beams of
light. A comblike aluminum bar set
in the path of the waves cansed a
new et of waves to appear at an
angie, This phenomenon of the dif-
fracted beam forms the basis of spec-
troscopy. White light passed through
a ruled grating split into many dif-
fracted beams of all colors.

This new series, along with the Aldred lectures, is a com-
mendable effort on the part of the Institute to offer every
possible opportunity for the student’s intellectual advance-
ment, and the heads of the Business Administration Depart-
ment are to be congratulated for its inauguration.

Almost Half of all Foreign
"Engineering Students
At Technology

What do foreign students come to
the United States for? A great many
of them. to take one instance, come
to study engineering, and more of
these foreign would-be engineers come
to M. I. T. than to any other one en-
zineering schoel in the country. Of
a total of 437 foreign students esn-
rolled in engineering schools, 201 are
at the Institute. Rensselaer Poly-
technic Imstitute, which draws the
next largest number, has less than a
third as many.

The total number of foreign stu-
dents in the United States this year
is 10,478, a total slightly greater than
last vear’s figure. Of this number,
1,141 come from Canada, 1,336 from
China, 1,004 from Japan, and 905 from
the Philippines.

Many MNations Represented

Following in the order of their

representation in American schools
are Russia, Germany, England, Mexico,
Porte Rico, Cuba, India, Italy, Po-
land, France, Korea, Panama, Scol-
land, Greece, and Swiizerland. Irac-
tically every country on the map is
represented though the amount of rep-
resentation varies greatly:; and there
are students here from other coun-
tries as Iceland, British Somaliland,
Rhodesia, Java. Borneo, Belgian
Congo, Egypt, and Afghanistan. .The
total number of countries represent-
ed is 102. At the Institute alone 9
of these couniries or §3% of them are
represented.
Columbia, the largest university in
the world, has 766 foreign students.
New York University follows. next
with 611, and the University of Calif-
ornia takes third place with a fotal
of 595. Listed in the order of de-
creasing numbers come the Univer-
sity of Southern California, the 1ini-
versity of Chicago, the University of
Michigan, the University of Minne-
sota, Harvard University, Cornell.
George Washington TUniversity, the
University of Washingtlon, and Tech-
nology.

It is interesting tc¢ note that the
number of women’s schools are com-
paratively small and that nearty all
of this year’s fizures are higher than
those for the last year.

Although engineering attracts many
of these foreign students, theology
seems to attract even more of them.
The (uota for theological schoels and
sentinaries for this year is 653, a num-
ber considerably larger than that
quoted tor engineering schools. Next

THE OPEN FORUM

To the Hditor of THE TECH:

To comment on the “cultural” equip-
ment of an engineer, tocuched upon in
an editorial of the issue of Wednes-
day, Mareh 11: Whatever may be
safd regarding a ‘“cultured engineer”
and the necessity that all engineers
have their nrofession set on a hack-
sround of cultinre and aesthetic taste
could not e an over-emphasis. This re-
guirement has bheen set as a worthy
ideal since ancient times. To quote

front one ancient writer, Mareus
Virruvius (1586 B. C.):
“The enginteer should he a good

writer, 8 skiltul draftsman, versed in
seomeiry and opties, expert at figures,
acquainted with history, informed on
the principles of natural and moratl
nhilesopirv, somewhat of a musician,
not ignerant of the Sceiences, both of
faw aml of physices. nor of the mo-
ions of the hezvenly bhodies. Moral
nhilosopl.y will teach him to be above

meannes: in his «ealings, and to avoid
rrogance, It will make him  just,
compliant, and faithful to hix em-

ployer, and, what is of highest im-
portance, it will prevent avarice gain-
ng ascendancy over him, for he should
10t he occupied with thoughts of fill-
ing his coffers, nor with the desire
of grasping everything in the shape
of zain, but by the gravity of his man-
ners and a good character, should be
careful to preserve his dignity.”

I may remark that a cultural and
aesthetic taste in life is cultivated
and developed more by intelligent and
eflicient use of one’s leisure fime than
by college courses in the liberal arts.
Such courses should certainly serve
as a guide to intelligent, self develop-
ment, but yet the liberal art student
may be just as much absorbed in the
technicalities of his liberal studies
as the engineering student in his tech-
nical work., thus missing the spirit
and soul of a cultural training throush
acquiring the static form thereof.

Let us not wish the remote require-
ments of a liberal arts undergraduate
course as a prerequisite to an engi-
neering training.
