Graduate Meets Fame
Raising Nuts on Farm

Some of the kiggest nuts in the
world are found in the nut farm
of Wiltard G. Bixby '89, at 8ald-
win, New Jersey. Bixby, whao is
3 retired shoe polish manufacturer,
ztarted this enterprise as an ex-
nerimental hobby, fifieen vears go
on 2 spot twenty-five mileg from
New Yerk City. Between 200 and
199 asscriments will be examined
this spring by Government agricul-
turicizs who are searching for de-
velopments in the nut business.

Bixby has more than a hundred
varieties, each, of bklack walnuts
and hickory nuts, mare than forty
kinds of hzze! nuts, twenty pecan
varieties, fifteen Dbutternut, ten
Japanese Walnut, and many oddi-
ties. He ctill experiments with
the view of aiding commercial nut
growing.

He savs he is “taming the wild
nuts” and has found that only by
grafting a twig from a producing
tree on the limh of another can
nuts be produced. He says a nut
cannot bhe planted and a producer
raised. Betterment of size, kernel
and racking quality are his aims.
He is using a variation of a stone
crushing machine as one of his
aids.

Tomor-
row evening, Dramashop will present its second play this
year, “The Abashed Husband,” one of Moliere's more enter-
taining comedies, and this performance will be repeated
Friday.

There is every reason to suppose that this second offering
of Dramashop will come up to the high standards set by its
past achievements. For some time the members of the or-
ganization have been in rehearsal, gathering material, ob-
taining correct sets and costumes, and endeavoring to make
this performance as entertaining as it might be. In the
meantime, tickets have been selling fast, for they are in
demand among many of the undergraduates. The rest of
the student body is urged to lend some support to the or-
ganization, sither by attending the performance, or by inter-
esting people outside of the Institute.

The Commons Room in Rogers can hold a very small audi-
ence, but there is room for a sizable number of the student
body. The one dollar admission charge will be returned two-
fold in interesting entertainment, and the organization de-
serves a success greater, even, than that gained at their last
performance.

A FOUR-YEAR EXAMINATION

ALE, Dartmouth, and a few other universities in the East

have recently introduced a system of comprehensive ex-
aminations to be given to the members of the graduating
classes. The purpose of this move is to assure the school
aunthorities that the men about to receive a degree have re-
tained a sufficient amount of the subject matter offered dur-
ing their four years to warrant their receiving a diploma.
There has been some talk of employving a similar test at the
Institute, but no definite action has been taken.

An engineering institution offers courses of instruction that
are In the main distinetly different from those offered in
other schools. In studying the arts, no obvious correlation
may be discovered between the various divisions, but with the
sciences there exists 2 great amount of inter-dependence.
For example, in practically every course at the Institute we
must make use of formulae and principles mastered during
the freshman vear, and almost every subject studied is found-
ed on previous subjects. There is then, in a sense, a review
of formeyr work provided in every day’s studying, and a com-
prehensive examination before graduation seems unnecessary.

However, Technology does offer several courses in the aris
which in no way are related to the fundamentals of engineer-
ing practice. English and History is such a course, and it
may be said without hesitation that few men retain this in-
struction very long after the final examination. Principles
are learned, to be sure, but not much of the actual subject
matter, It is admitted that the ability to give ten good rea-
sens for the falling of the French Empire, or to recite twenty
lines from Wordsworth will not by itself make it possible for
the Institute graduate to obhtain a satisfactory position in the
industrial world, but such knowledge along with his regular
engineering instruction may make him a finer man, and per-
haps a more capable one.

Whether or not comprehensive examinations could be used
to obtain this result is doubtful. General studies can do z
man a certain amount of good, provided he follows the work
seriously. and nearly every course devotes some time to
them. The Technology student has little time to devote to
the arts, but every moment he manages to squeeze into such
instruction makes his education all the more well-rounded,

| pondents

One of the Spectator's co-ed corres-
informs him that she has
detected a gradual change in the type
of woman student attending Technol-
ogy. It seems that bhack in the good
old days. when the Lounger had not
vet grown his beard, the girls were
all special students, usually graduates
of womeir's colleges, and came to the
Institute to study chemistry and learn
how to cook.

Doubtless the whole thing is just
another stage in the progressive disin-
tegration of the old Technology spir-
it. as exemplified by the PFilter Pa-
per, the Circus, dangevrous hoiler tests,
cte. But credit is due to the co-eds,
nevertheless. Since 1870, when Ellen
Swallow was admitted tuition-free, so
that her connection with the I[nstitute
might be denied if she failed in her
studies, their number has increased
until today, in  this wvear 1931, it
reaches the staggering total of 57!

Shifting Holidays

Why, oh why, should Technology’'s
Spring Recess be pushed back to April
18, when all the other colleges in New
Ezgland, as well ay the majority of
schools in the country, make their
spring vacations coincide with the oc-
currence of Easter? Not that it
makes anly difference to the average
student: knowing that the recess wili
comte aloug eventually, he is not ex-
cessively particular as to whether it
is postponed two weeks.

But there is an unfortunale side to
the matter, in that it tends 1o evasce
any significance, however saperficial,
ithat may be attached to the occur-
rence of Holy Week and Easter. To
be sure, Good Friday means no maore
to most Techinology men than any
other Friday in the year; but if they
happen o be facing the prospect of
two quizzes on Saturday, it means
even less. This is to he regretted.

All of whieh sounds like a rathey
hazy argument. But the point is this:
That in the Christian Church Easter
is a day hardly less important than
Christmas; and that Technology would
he doing less to hinder its observance
if the Spring Recess had been sched-
uled for Easter, instead of the date
gset by the Tustitute's cast-iron calen-
datr.

“Quality Control of Concrete” is
the eneral subject to be presented
this afternoon by Ar.

Alr. Phillips, who is an authority
on this phase ot conecrete work will
geliver two lectures and lead discus-
gion after each one. The lectures to
Le given are “Quality Control of Con-
crete’” and “Research Applied in Prac-
ice.”

v The lecture on the Quality Control
of Concrete is a digest of the basic
principles involved in proportioning,
together with a summary of recent ag-
vances in materials and in construc-
tion methods. The lecture on Re-
gearch in Practice will cover the con-
clusions of studies made by the cem-
ent industry and other ageuncies, per-
taining to strength, permeability, vol
ume change, fire resistance, test meth-
ods, and constitution of Portland Cem-
ent.

Has Lectured Many Places

Alr, Phillips has for several years
lectured in many sections of the coun-
try and has observed a wide variety
of ronstruction operations. He wag
ane of the staff selected to discuss con-
crete at the summer school for civil
engineers held at Yale University last
July.

Previous meetings of this same type
have been well attended and have
been marked by profitable discussions,
Alter the lectures this afternoon, Mr.
