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Class Elections Campaigning
Necessitates Official Action

TWO CONTESTANTS
ARE STRUCK FROM
NOMINATION LISTS

Electioneering Causes Action
Of Executive Committee
Against Nominees

VIOLATE CONSTITUTION

For active electiopneering in direct
opposition to the Constitution of the
Undergraduate Association, the names
of Albiny Machinsal and Harold E.
Sprague were stricken from the list
of nominees in today’s election by ac-
tion of the Executive Committee of
the Institute Committee at a special
meeting late yesterday afterncon.

The candidates whose names were
removed from the list are both mem-
bers of the Class of ‘33 and were
nominees for the position of class
president and vice-president respec-
tively. Both men were disqualified
because they distributed or permitted
the distribution of advertising mat-
ter calling attention to their candi-
dacy in today’s election.

Committee Report

The action of the Executive Com-
mittee as made public in a statement
released after the meeting was as
follows:

“At a special meeting of the Ex-
ecitive Committee of the Institute
Committee it was voted that the
names of Mr. A, Machinsal and Mr.
H. ¥. Sprague be stricken {from the
list of nominees for class office, and
the members of the undergraduate
body be acguainted with the fact that
it is contrary to the Constitution of
the M. I. T, Undergraduate Associa-
tion (Elections Commitiee, Art. IV,
Bec. 17) to electioneer in any form.”

The action of the Commiilee was
taken when it was learned tliat cir-
culur Jetters and postcards bearing
messages from the nominees had been
received by members of the rising
Junior class.

Used Letters and Postcards

Circular letters containing a state-
ment of problems that confront the
Institute and signed by Machinsal as
2 candidate for the office of class
president constituted the grounds
upon which the name of this candi-
date was removed from the list of
nominees,

Resignation Effective In June
—To Teack m Economics
Department

Colonel Robert €. Eddy, TU. 8. A.,
who since 1929 has been head of the
department of Military science, is re-
tiring from the army to acecept an ap-
pointment as associate professor of
business and administration at the In-
stitute. He is resigning at his own
request after thirty years of service,
four of which have heen spent here.

Colonel Eddv graduated from the
tnited States Military Aecademy at
West Point in the class of 1905, and
came to Technology as an officer in
the Coast Artillery corps to 5serve on
the Faculfy of Military Secience and
Tactics. At the present time he has
nearly completed his work toward a
master's degree in Economics at Har-
vard.

Served in Panama

He is an honor graduate of the
Coast Artillery School at Fort Monroe,
and in 1923 was graduated from the
Command and Staff School at Fort
Leavenworth. FHis services during the
war included duty in Panama where
he was a member of the artillery de-
fense staff. In 1918 he was ordered
to Washington to take charge of the
organization and training of heavy ar-

A
man should be chosen upon his merits and capabilities alone,
and to make certain that there be mo other basis for that
choice, it was long ago seen fit to incorporate into the consti-
tution of the Undergraduate Association the following section:
“All forms of electioneering at the polls and any attempts to
form voting blocks, etc., shall be prohibited.”
Machinsal and Sprague have viclated a trust which has been
placed in those running for offices, and were their action to
be ignored, it would spell the defeat of the fundamental pur-
poses of our student government. Their circulars were nothing
more than a cry for votes, and doubtless many of the members
of this class would have fallen for the ruse. They are prob-
ably sincere in stating their platform, as absurdly imaginative
as it is, but it is not the platform that is objectionable, it is
the fact that these men have dared to ignore the constitution
which guides the policies of all student action at Technology.

The voting system at the Institute represents an experi-
ment in undergraduate democracy. We have the privilege
of selecting our own leaders and of placing in their hands
numerous responsibilities and duties. Let us show that we
value this opportunity, let us turn out at the polls one hund-
red percent strong today, and elect those men most deserv-

ing and most capable of holding office.
