After
renting rooms on a weekly basis during the
entire summer, the administration offices
of the dormitories are leasing quarters to
students for the entire fall term,.

To date sltnost every single room in the
entire dormitory group has been leased,
and all but a very few of the double rooms
have been taken. During the past few
days those men who have been renting by
the week have been continually on the run
asg the permanent occupants of the rooms
have come to the Institute to claim their
quariers.

Dorms Have Full House

In addition to having a full house go far
as single rooms are concerned, the dorm
office now has a waiting list of approx-
imately forty applicants for rooms. The
Bursar's office annonnced vesterday that
several additional rooms have been en-
gaged by a group of students from Soviet
Russia who sailed from Germany Thurs-
day and who will arrive at the Institute in
time to begin regular class work next week,
It is expected that the Dormitory Com-
mittee will meet sometime during the next
week when regular classes have begun, and
that the usual dormitory activities will gect
under way in the immediate future,

All members of the Technology Branch
of the Harvard Cooperative Soclety will
Le interested (o know that their dividends
will be distributed on or about October 133,
according 1o AMr.

There are about 3000 members of the
Tech branch, and a conservative estimate
of the dividends indicates that about
818,000 will be distributed on the basis
of ten per cent for all cash purchases and
eight per cent for charged articles.

The majority of dividends lie
between five and seven dollars for the
students of the Institute, as many of them
have bought practically the same articles.
extraordinary dividends run from
thirty cems 1o ninety dollars, the former
being the profit of a student who joined
the Caop and then left school.

Work During Summer

New Buildings Near Completion;
Hope To Use Building 6
In February

Much additional work occasioned by
the construction of the new buildings, as
well as the usual summer round of repair
and construction, have kept the construc-
tional forces at the Instiluie busy this
summer.

Work on the new spectrographic labora-
tory has progressed to such a point that
Professor Georgze R. Harrison has begun
to move his apparatus into it from the old
rooms in the basement of Building 2, and
it is expected that the labs will be ready
for use early in the fall term.

‘Work on Buiiding 6 Iz Not So Rapid

Progress on the new physics and chem-
istry building has not been as rapid, as it
was not started until sometime after the
spectrosconic laboratory. Some of the
concrete still remains to be cast, and the
installation of the moze of water, drain,
vacuum and pressure lines, as well as a
anumber of gas lines and innumerable elec-
tric wires will take some time. it is hoped
that the building w:ll be ready for use by
the start of the second term.

One of the X-Ray labs in building 4
was dismantled and in the space were in-
stalled transformers and a comglete air-
conditioning equipment for the spectro-
scopic lah, A new Lazboratory of Gaseous
Conduction, with complete equipment for
the manufacture of radio vucuum tubes,
hag been instatled in the room in the base-
ment formerly occupied by the signal
corps of the Military Science Department,
which has been moved upstairs.
