With unstinted applause a large

M. 1. T. RADIO SOCIETY

R. 8. Briggs Will Speak On
“The Pentode” at Meeting

“The Pentode,” a five elemoent radio
tulle with three grids, one of the most
recent developments in radio engineer-
ing, will he the =nlhject ol an address
by Richard 8. Brigegs 27 to the Radio
Society at their regular meeting to-
morrow at 5 o'clock in Room 10-275.
Ar. Briges is now an engineer with
the Champion Tube Company ot Dan-
vers, Massachusetts,

While the nentode has heen used in
radio circuits for some time, the tlie-
ory underlying its operation has only
laiely heen determined. As Mr. Briggs
has taken an actlive part in the devei-
opment of the tube in this country,
the meeting will afford an excellent
opportunity to those desirous of ob-
taining firat hand information on the
device which, because of its very high
amplification factor and its ahility to
Landle large amounts of power, will
nndoubtedly talke a foremost place in
the design of future bhroadceast receiv-
Brs.
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Lead Reference Marks In Each
Building Are Checked
With Standard

Siuce the recihnology buildings were
constructed in 1916, the central dome
has settled approximately 9 inches.
No pipes have been broken by the
sinking though a few leaks have de-
veloped lately due fo the natural rust
aind corrosion resulting from fifteen
vears of use.

In 1916 Stone and Webster, who
built the Institute, checked the amount
of settlement of the buildings and
found that Building 1 had sunk half
an inch while Building 10 had seitled
an mch and a qrarter. By 1217 Build-
ing 10 was 103 inches below its
originai level.

RDorme Settled Nine Inches

In May 1923, professor 4. W. Howard
of the Civil Engineering Depariment
madc a strvey of the Foundations
and discovered that by then time
Building 10 had sunk 5% inches, and
the last. survey, in 1926, showed that
Building 16 hagd settled another 214
ineches.

At present, it is estimated that
the central dome has sunk approxi-
mately % inches, though thal figure
is not absolutely definite.

not sunk a teuth of an inel in four-
teen years and so are nearly per-
manent. These are called the bench
marks. The method of measuring the
amount of settlement is as follows:

Each of the concrete columns has
a certain identifying number such as
A-1. The grade of the lead plug in thig
column is 19.40 in a certain year. A
vear later the elevation of the plug is
again measured, and this time the
grade is 19.25. During the year, the
section of the building ayound that
column has settled 0.15 of an inch.
Measurements are always taken from
the permanent bench marks.

Only Plaster Cracked

As 1lhe settling has been rather
even throughout the buildings, no
cracks have appeared in beams or
columns. However, the plaster on
some walls has suffered in past years.
Long cracks running from corner to
corner of a room and sometimes
from a gquarter te a half inch wide
have suddenly made their appearance.

A few floor slabs have also cracked,
but the danger of more trouble from
this source is ceasing as the settle-
ment of the bnildings is stopping.

Although it is probable that the new
building wilt also seitle somewhat af-
ter completion, efforts are being made
t0 keep this settlement as small as

O INCREASE the admiration for Dr. Samuel W. Stratton’s

The Professional Societies perform a valuable service for
the student hody, which is two-fold in its purpose. Members
of these organizations may receive a more intimate knowledge
with the actual operations and functions of the particular
branches of engineering in which they are interested, and at
the same time, are brought together in informal discussions
of apt topies with the other members of their courses. There
can be no doubt that this service is to the advantage of those
who enroll in the membership of these societies. A knowledge
of the practical applications of the engineering theory of-
fered in the curriculum is of value to every graduating stu-
dent, and the acquisition of this knowledge during the under-
graduate years is of still more value.

At present there are twelve Professional Societies, each
affiliated with a particular course. As units, they offer to
their members something in addition to their regular instruc-
tion, and in combined form, they represent the more inter-
ested members of the student body. There is every reason
for their continual growth in size and purpose.

Dr. Stratton appreciates the problems that must be met by
the graduating student, and has seen the ultimate advantages
to be found in the Professional Societies. His prizes will in-
spire the furthering of their purpose, and the undergraduate
body is at a loss to voice its gratitude in any manner appro-
priate to the unselfishness of the award.

taining a revue as the organization is capable of producing.

Two Buildings on Creek Bed

Running diagonally across the site
of the Institute and passing under
Buildings 2 and 10 is the bed of a
creek that dried up in ancient times.
Thus, part of the Technology founda-
tiong rest on hard sand while the
dome and Building 2 find their support
in the mud and silt left by ithe old
creek. Piles varying in length from 20
Lo sixty-five or seventy fect were used
in the foundation, depending upon the
nature of the ground into which they
were driven.

Use Lead Reference Marks

Seattered throughout the huildings
are a number of specially numbered
concrete columns, into each of which
is sunk a lead plug. In addition to
these columns are fonr separate piles
driven absolutely independent of the
building with a lead plug of specified
elevation in the ftop of each pile.

opinion that the lowest grades in col-
lege and university courses are given
by the poorest professors.

came out in the lead in the hurdle
race.

NOTED LECTURER
TELLS OF WORLD
DANGER CENTERS

Sherwood Eddy Is Applauded
By Audience for Views on
Foreign Topics

PLANS NEW SOCIAL ORDER

Speaking Friday afterncon before
an enthusiastic audience which coni-
pletely filled 10-250, Sherwood Eddy.
noted world itraveler and internation-
ally famous lecturer, described present
conditions all over the world and in
particular Russia and India which may
lead to a serious unheaval before
long. He described the good and bad
points of Russia’s five year plan and
how the principles that Gandhi is set-
ting forth in India may deepen unrest.

According to Mr. Eddy, the German
sitnation is badly in need of atten-
tion. The last elections, he contends,
show the unwillingness of the peonle
to bear the war debis much- longer
and the increasing number of Social-
ists and Fascists in the Reichstag will
soon overthrow the republic. “With
the pressure from the West to pay her
debts at the cost of a lowering wage
scale and standard of living, there will
come an increasing pressure from Rus-
sia on the East and from the Nation-
alists within to throw off this yoke,”

Russian Situation Is Complex

In Russia, stated Mr. Eddy, the sit-
uation is more complex, because the
‘mmense population with their almost
fanatical desire to make the Five Year
plan succeed is compelling them to
undergo discomforts that other na-
tions would not tolerate. “Economical-
1y, the pilan,” declared the speaker.
“Is succeeding and will continue to
succeed regardless of the weekly re-
ports that the government is failing
an dthe people are starving which are
mostly untrue.”

Russia is now at her Valley Forge
and is a world laboratory of social ex-
periment. according to Mr. Eddy.
“When the largest country in the
world,” he says, ““iries the boldest ex-
periment in hstory, something is go-
ing to happen either for good or evil,
Greater evil will doubtless come out
nf Russia than ever came out of the
French revolution, as well as greater
¢ood. in spite of the liherty, equality
and fraternity of Republican France.”
The speaker contends that we should
recognize Soviet Russia, just as Wash-
ington and Jefferson recognized the
new Republic of France despite its
regicide, red terror, guillotine and
rampant atheism.

Russian-American Ideal

With considerable emphasis, he in-
sisted that America’s contribution of
liberty combined with Russia’s con-
tribution of soecial justice would make
for a higher social standard that
would insure freedom, justice and un-
jon for the one and the many. This is
the ideal, he insists, that will free the
world {rom the unrest and slavery
that exists today.

In India the scene changes a little,
stated the traveler, and a careful ob-
server notices a struggle for Detter
things being carried on by peaceful
means rather than hy compulsion as
exists in Russia. India. under its
strange leader, is asking for (1) early
dominion status, a status that would
give the Indians equality with the Brit-
ish within India and recognized racial
equality within the empire, with the
same right of gelf determination as
other self governing dominions: (2)
responsible central government; (3)

Bust Of Ga;tss Is
Given By Relatives
To The Institute

In Memory of Descendant
Who Graduated in 1900
From Technology

There has recently been placed on
the second floor of Building 10, a hust
of Carl Friedrich Gauss, distinguished
mathematician and physieist, in mem-
ory of the scientist’s great-grandson.
Cuarl Friedrich Gauss, an alumnus of
the Institute in the class of 1900. The
bust, originally sent by the German
government to the Chicago World's
Fair in 1893, was recently presented
to Technology by the mother, sister,
and brother of the late Mr. Gauss.

Carl TFriedrich Gauss, who ranked
with Laplace and Lagrange among the
greatest masters of modern mathe-
matical analysis, was born in Bruas-
wick, Gevmany, in 1777, the son of &
hricklayer. For his education at
Caroline College and QGottingen he
was indebted to the inflence of the
reigning duke. He served as director
and professor of astronomy in the
Gottingen observatory from 1807 until
his death in 1855, during which time
lie practically never lett the observa-
tory.

Unit Named in His Honor

Gauss early wrote a standard work
on the theory of numbers, fellowed
hy many memoirs in pure mathema-
tivs. He conducted much magnetic
and electrical research, applied mathe-
maiics to electrostatic and electro-
dynamiec problems, and made valuabie
contributions to the study of optics,
geodetic surveys, and astronomy. Ie
was  instrumental in constructing a
magnetic observatory free from iron,
whete lle made observationg arid sent
telegraphic messages along a crude
line. In his honor the unit of mug-
netic field has bheen named the gauss.

an army under their own legislature
which shall not consume 6234 9% of all
the central revenues of the country as
at present, which is a larger propor-
tion than any other country into the
world.

Speaks Of Economic Depression

“In the midst of world depression,”
which Mr. Eddy believes will con-
tinue to last for some time, “unenm-
plorment and unrest, it is earnestly to
he hoped that we shall seek those
principles of social justice, co-opera-
tion, good will and peace which aldne
can enable us to build a better world”
was the speaker's concluding state-
ment.

Following the lecture, there was a
wild rush to the front of the room
where Mr. Eddy was discussing some
of his arguments. Wally Ross, who
was in charge of the books and pam-
phiets written by Mr. Eddy and his
associates, was busily engaged by the
crowd endeavoring to obtain them. Al-
though all the available books in the
hall were distributed, there are still
a few in the T. C. A, office.

Mre., Eddy, accompanied by  his
brother was then taken to President
Compton’s residence for tea. Later in
the evening he retumed to New York
to continue his series of lectures
among students.
