Ferro-Alloys Is
Subject Of Last
Aldred Lecture

Frederick Becket, President Of
Union Carbide Company Is
Final Speaker

Frederick M. Becket, president of the
Union Carbide and Carbon Research
Laboratories, Inc., New York City, will
deliver the seasen's final Aldred lecture
in Room 10-250 at 3 o'clock next Friday
afterncon., He will discuss the “Develop-
ment of the Ferro-alloy Industry.” The
meeting is open to Seniors, graduate stu-
dents, Junior honor students, and Faculty
members.

Mr. Becket is well known for his dis-
tinguished work in production methods
in ferre-alloys, the extraction of rare
metals from their ores. He is vice-
president and  director of the Union
Carbide Company, the U. S. Vanadium
Corporalion, and the Electro-Metallurg-
ical Company, and vice-president of the
Haynes Stellite Company.

Born in Canada, Mr. Becket received
the degree of Bachelor of Science from
MeGill University in 1895, He also holds
the degree of Alaster of Arts and the
honorary degree of Doctor of Science from
Columbia University. In 1924 he was
awuarded the Perkin medal for distin-
giished  service in  applied chemistry.
Nearly one hundred patents have been
igsued to Dr, Becket since 1906, mainiy
il comnection with his work in high
temperature metallurgy. He has designed,
builf, and operated the largest electric
furnaces In {he world.

ACADEMY ELECTS
PROFESSOR SLATER

Course Vil Head Fifth Member
Of Institute Staff To
Be So Honored

Election of Dr. John C. Slater, Head
of the department of Physics at the
Institute, to the National Academy of
Sciences was announced in Washington
on April 27. Membership in the Academy
is considered one of the highest scientific
distinctions in the country.

Four other members of the Technology
stafi who have been similarly honored in
the past are President Compton, Professor
Waldemar Lindgren, Head of the depart-
rment of Geology, Professor William Hov-
gaard, department of Naval Architecture
and Marine Enginecering, and Professor
TFrederick G. Keves, Head of the depart-
ment of Chemistry,

Dr. Shuter joined the Faculty of the
Institute = Hewd of the Physics Depart-
ment in 1930, 1Te was graduated from the
Universitv of Rochester in the Class of
1620, and three vears Jafer received the
degree of Doctor of Philosophy in Physics
from Harvard. e was then awarded a
Sheldon travelling fellowship from Har-
vard, entitling him to a vear's study in
Cambridge, Englund, and Copenhuagen,

TUpon Iis return, he beeame an in-
structor at Harvard, and in 1920 was made
an assistant professor of Physics. In 1929
he became an associate professor, and
prior to joining the Institute staflf he
studied in Furope aus o fellow of the
Guggenheim Foundation. Dr. Slater has
made notable contributions through his
research in Theoretical Physics.
