Richard Bell, '34, vho received the
Technigue Cup at the All-Tech smok-
er last Triday, has been elected to
the captainey of the 1033 track team,
it was announced Saturday. Bell,
who probably ranks as the greatest
Technology sprinter of all time, was
chosen to suceced C. Evercit Coon,
33, who did not return to the In-
stitute this fall.

Bell's track career at Technology
did not have a very auspieious be-
ginning. He ran on the freshman
Field Day relay team, but was not
placed in the anchor position, usually
given to the best man, By dint of
hard work, Bell showed marked im-
provement during his freshman year,
and served notice of his coming
prowess by breaking the freshman
220-yard record in April with a time
of 22 2-5 seconds.

Placed In Indoor Championship

Last winter, however, he really be-
gan to attract notice for the first
time., Iie won the New England in-
door title at 40 yards, and subse-
quently captured the 50-yard dash at
the University Club games. In view
of these excellent performances, Bell
was sent to the I. C. 4-A. Indoor
Championships at New York, where
he beeame the first Technology sprint-
er ever to place in an indoor cham-

To the Editor of THE TECH:

I have just returned from a trip to
the mountains with the Cosmic Ray
Expedition. I can’t tell you much
about the cosmie rays because we
didn't see very many, although there
were two or three times as many
there as here. The trip which I took
was sort of a grand finale to an ex-
tensive expedition to Alaska,

With Dr. Bennett

The expedition, headed by Ralph D.
Bennett of Technology, appeared in
Denver about the same time, set up
its tent, and commenced to operate.
The local crew immediately set to
work on preparations for the moun-
tain trip. In two days, all was ready,
we piled food and apparatus into a
truck and trailer, and were off.

opposite Denver. The road approach-
ing it lies through beautiful country
and the top, which is well above tim-
ber line is a mass of rock with here
and there an enormous cliff dropping
off into a deep wvalley with huge
chunks of loose rock at the bottom.

Worked At 14,000 Feet

The extreme top marked 14,262.52
feet is at the southern edge of a half
erater with a crescent shaped eliif,
which is about one thousand feet high
and has a small lake halfway down,
on one side and a large lake at the
bottom. At dawn, the lake is a deep
blue with little white capped waves,
while the rocks have a slight red tinge
from the sun. At one end of the lake
is a low saddle through which can be
seen the top of ancther huge circular
cliff, whose bottom apparently drops
off into nowhere. This latter illusion
iz one of the most striking things to
he seen. In order to dispel it, we
walked over to the saddle and looked
down into a deep valley in which three
beautiful blue lakes were hidden. The
walls of this valley are of solid rock
with green trees and undergrowth at
the bottom. After this short walk we
were exhausted and were forced to
rest, the barometer pressure being
only 19 inches. After becoming aec-
climated we made an oceasional climb
to the top, from where countless
peaks and ranges to the north, west,
and south were visible. The automo-
bile road comes very close to the top

INSTITUTE MOURNS
DR. FREEMAN, 78,

FAMOUS ENGINEER|

Hydrauliecs Expert Dies At 77
Last Thursday at Home '

A CORPORATION MEMBER

My, John Ripley Freeman, 76, in-
ternationally recognized authority on
hydraulic engincering, died last
Thursday night from heart disease
at his home in Providence after two
days of grave illness. In his honor
the three flags fyving above Teeh-
nology have been lowered to half-
mast since Friday.

Born in West Brideton, Maine,
July 27, 1835, Dr. Freeman was
graduated from Technology in 1876.
Soon afterward he was emploved by
the Egszex Company in FLawrence,
Massachusetts, where he rose to the
position of chiel engineer,

In 1895 he became a member of
the Massachusetts meirvopolitan wa-
ter board, Iater heing in charge of
incariries that ied & Jhe construction
of the dam in the Charleg River
bhetween Cambridee and Boston.

Went To Panamz Canal

At the iime of the construction of
the Panpama Canal, he was one of
three engineers to go and investigate
the work there for the United States
gavermirent.  In the vears that he
was serior consulting engineer for
the New York water supply commis-
sion, he planned two large reservoirs,
one of which is now being constructed.

Al three of his sons have attended
the Institute. Dr. Freeman went to
the Orient in 1217, as comsulting en-
gineer for the Chinese government,
taking with him one of his sons who
had just graduated from Technology.
There in China he did important work
on the Yellow River irrigation pro-
ject.

Was TPresident of American
Engrineering Societies
Dr. Freeman has been president of
the American Society of Civil En-
eineers and the Ameriean Soeciety
of Mechanieal Engineers. During the
war he served as chairman of the

National Advisory Commission for
Aeronauties.
As a testimonial to his interna-

tional fame on hydraulic engineering
problems, the Polytechnie Institute
of Karlsruhe, in Germany, awarded
him the title of Honorary Fellow in
1929. This institute, considered one
of the most impertant in Germany
taday, devotes especial attention to
the study of hydraulies.

Besides this recognition, Dr, Free-
man has received honorary degrees
from Brown University, Tufts Col-
lege, the University of Pennsylvania,

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HIDDEN PURPOSES

AGAIN this year freshmen in the Dormitories are regulred to
render certain services to upper classmen. Rules issued to
the new men inciude that they shall keep a supply of nlckel_s, speak
to everyone, and run not more than one errand an evening. In
addition to these little things perforn_led for secpnd, third and
fourth year men, they must obey certain other ultimatums of the
Freshman Dormitory Committee: they must not wear prep school
athletic insignia, they must learn cheers and as if that were not
enough, they must have green cards on their doors.

Supposedly the Institute is a place where men come to work,
not where boys spend their time at play. The o}qJ ect qf any set of
freshman rules should be to bind together the incoming class so
that they may get to know one another and work t‘ogether for'their
four years at the Institute. With this in mind, it seems that t_he
rules laid down by the Freshman Dormitory Committee are in-
tended to make sport of the incoming freshmen rather than fo aid
them in becoming a more useful part of the undergraduate body.
Such rules seem childish, puerile, useless. Making a man keep
nickels is on the same plane with making him keep matches for
Seniors or with prohibiting new men from sitting on certain steps.
If there is a purpose in it, that purpose is well hidden.

REINCARNATICN

HE Egyptians held to a belief that after death the spirit re-
turns to this earth in another form, perhaps in the body of a
lower animal. Modern ecivilization, however, has }mproved on
this. Instead of coming back in a new form each time, the new
version returns annually in the same form.

Conditions in any field of endeavor become almost intolerable;
there follows warm discussion and argument about what can be
done to improve the present way of doing things. Then the season
changes, arguments become less heated, and vanish a}together.
When a year later the conditions again arise, talk begins anew,
and the very same arguments and plans are _p_resent.ed. The
Egyptians were pikers. We not only have the spirit again but we
have the same form as well.

Such is the nature of discussion of fraternity rushing. Each
vear dormitory men and fraternity men alike agree that condi-
tions are deplorable, feeling rises to a high point with everyone
determined to do something about it. Rushing passes, cIas_ses
come, activities begin, and the whole matter is dropped till the fol-
lowing September. For a while those interested are concerned,
but no one ever does anything.

Perhaps the reason nothing it ever accomplished is i_:hat con-
ditions now are as good as they can be. Elaborate rushmg rules
and restrictions have been tried in many colleges, and in general
they have failed. With such rules and deferred pledging the agony
of persuading freshmen to join the houses is only postponed until
after classes begin. Instead of having the whole thing settled and
almost over when classes start, we should be in the throes of rush-
ing at a time when most men need to devote their energies to

studies,

If pledging were delayed till the second term, the fraternities,
which occupy an important position in the housing of undergradu-
ates, would be burdened with the financial responsibility of oper-
ating partially filled houses for the fall term. This is a factor
which cannot be ignored in suggesting changes in rushing me-
thods. Even were rushing postponed till after classes begin, or
till the second term, would the freshmen be able to decide more
wigely? It is open to question. Who would enforce deferred
rushing rules if we had them? Men are peculiar animals, and ex-
perience at other schools indicates that after one or two or three
years deferred rushing would exist in name only.

Perhaps after all our system, as bad as we all admit it to be,
is as good as we can get. The purpose of rushing is accomplished
with dispatch, although the neatness may be lacking, and we are
not weighed down with an elaborate set of unenforcable rules.

Military Science
Holds Proportion

Basic Course Affected Most by
the Depression. R. 0. T. C.
Units Show Small Loss

Comparison of the figures given
THE TECH by Captain Crawford M.
Kellogg of the Department of Military
Seciciice with the Institute enrollment
figures (printed in last Friday's
TECH) shews that registration in
military eourses has fallen off in a
manner corresponding to the decrease
in the number of students at the In-
stitute.

The most serious losses occurred in
the two years of the basic course, that
is, in the freshman and Sophomore
vears. The registration of Sopho-
mores in 1931 was 528, of freshmen,
531. Corresponding figures for the
present term are 474 and 494, The
Sophomore loss is 54 and the fresh-
man 37. The losses are approximate-
ly in the ratio, 136 to 66; these figures
representing the drop in the total
registration of the Sophomore and
Ereshman classes, respectively.

Junior Registration Increases
The losses in R, 0. T. C. courses,
although distributed in a completely
irregular manner, are essentially of
the same nature. For instance, though
the registration of Juniors in the ad-
vanced courses actually rose by five,
a loss of 18 Seniors compensates. The
gaing and losses in the individual
courses are not sufficiently large to be
reliable for comparisons,

In 1931 no Juniors were allowed to
enlist in the air corps because the
course was to be discomtinued. This
yvear Congress permitted the continu-
ance of the course, and at the request
of the Institute it was reopened here.

Changes In Staff
Ineidentaily there have been several
changes in the personnel of the de-
partment during the summer. Lieu-
tenant-Colonel Robert Arthur has re-
placed Major Peter H. Otiosen in
charge of the Coast Artillery Unit.
Major Ottosen is at Gloucester High
School in charge of the Jr. R.0.T.C.
unit there.

Major Richard H. Somers has been
relieved, to report to the Chief of

of Ordnance office. Captain Samuel
G. Frierson was ordered to the Air
Corps Tactical School at Montgomery,
Alabama, and has been replaced by
Captain L. R, Knight from the Prim-
ary Flying School, Randeolph Field,
Texas. Captain Kellogg has been
transferred to the Philippine Depart-
ment. Captain T. J. Johnston of the
first Chemiecal regiment replaces him.
