OUTLOOK IS FAVORABLE

Staff Members and Employees
Gave to Fund to Guard

Against Deficit

The salary reserve plan, under
which members of the staff and em-
ployees of the Massachusetts Insti-
tute of Technology have undertaken
to protect the Institute against any
possible serious deficit during the
period of economic readadjustment,
has been discontinued and the con-
tributions to this fund will be re-
turned, President Karl T. Compton
announced at the first regular meet-
ing of the faculty Wednesday after-
noon.

The Institute's salary reserve fund,
which has been characterized by col-
lege administrative officers through-
out the country as a model plan for
meeting possible financial contin-
gencies, was started last November.
Under it members of the staff and
employees contributed 10 per cent of
their salaries.

Discontinuance of the fund has
been made possible by the more

r favorable financial outlook of the
, Institute, according to which there is

little likelihood of a deficit being in-
curred during the current year unless
