Tech Open Forum Sees Charts
About Technelogical
Unemployment

At a meeting of the Tech Ogpen
Forum on Wednesday aftermoon at
five o’clock in room 10-250, EllHot S.
Boardman, manager of the division of
industrial statisties of the Federal Re-
serve Bank of Boston, presented
talk entitled “Our Present Eccnemic
Situation, What is it ?”

Amplifying and illustrating his talk
with complete sets of charts and
statistics, Mr. Boardman analvzed the
basic factors which influence employ-
ment and industrial production. He
showed that we are approaching the
productien level of 1929, but are no-
where near approaching the employ-
ment peak. He felt that although
“technoeracy” was a hasty and ill-
advised attempt to solve the question
of technological unemplovment, it did
have its merits in that it presented
the problem to the people at large.

Another interesting point was the
volume of statisties presented to show
that the building curve preves that
federal efforts towards increasing
building activities throughout the na-
tion have been a negligible factor.

The object of the club, according to its con-
gtitution, “shall be to promote interest in the
undergraduate activities of the Massachusetts
Institnte of Technology; to encourage the co-
operation of the members in the promotion of
these activities; and to foster friendship
among the members of the Junior Class.”

The Beaver Clubk has made no visible effort
to accomplish the first two of these objects;
it lias accompiished the third insofar as its
own limited and non-representative group is
concerned.

It is quite true that activity participation
is not the only requirement for membershin
—“personal qualities” are also importaint. Bul
it is inconceivabie that the necessary combina-
tion of the two is to be found only among a
limiited group, vear after year. The ounly other
explanation for the choice of members is that
the controlling fraternities have made it praec
ticaliv a closed club, an honorary society not
for the Junior Class, but for the three or four
fraternities which dominate. If anyone feels
he can explain the choice of members on any
other basis, The Tech will be glad to publish
his arguments, but the facts in the case seem
clear and uncontrovertibie.

There are two possible ways out of this
anomalous situation. One would be for the
new members to recognize the situation and
remedy it by makirg fthe Fall selections on
the basis of person rather than residence. The
Quadrangle Club, which was in a similar situ-
ation two years ago, took steps which resulted
in a more nearly representative ovganization.
If the Beaver Club is to continue as the Junior
Class honorary society it will have to reform
itself. The chief difficulty facing this plan is
the common difficulty of any erring group re-
forming itself—analogous to the feat of lft-
ing oneself by his own bootstraps.

The other possible course is for the Institute
Committee to withdraw recognition from the
Beaver Club as the Junior Honorary Society,
80 that it could continue in iis present form
without any pretense of being meoxre than it
is. If the Institute Committee felt a Junior
Honor Society were necessary it could then
establish one that would be really representa-
tive. At the present time there iz no organi-
zation carrying out the purposes stated in the
club’s constitution. The Beaver Club does niot
deserve its official title, Junior Honorary So-
ciety. It should either be recrganized or lose
that title.

THE RED MENACE
PENNSYIVANIA DOES HER PART
NOTHER Amevican university has {aken
up the ery of “Down With Communism.”
The Daily Pennsylvanian, student newspaper
of the University of Pennsylvania, has at-
tacked last month’s nation-wide “Peace Strike”
on the grounds that the organizations SPONs oI
ing it arve “Communistic.” One of its edi-
torials, titled “Paving The Way For World

Among the organizations named as “Com-
munistic” are the American League Against
War and Fascism, the American Youth Con-
gress, and the Foreign Policy Association.
The first group is accused of being Moscow-
directed on the grounds that its Chairman is
Earl Browder. The Chairman of the Amer-
ican League Against War and Fascism is the
Rev. Dr. Harry F. Ward, who is now teaching
at the Union Theological Seminary in New
York. Mr. Browder is no more than cne of
the members of the Advisory Board. The
“Red” Foreign Policy Association numbers
among the members of its council our own
Prof. Theodore Smith; the American Youth
Congress is branded as radical on the evidence
of an allegedly “Communistic” ballot, circu-
lated by the World Youth Congress (of which
the A. Y. C. is a part), to discover the trend
of anti-war gentiment among the youth of
America today. We have studied the ballot
and do not see any justification for accusing
it of being “radical.”

In short, the charges made in the editorial
are highly exaggerated. Apparently the edi-
tor is more interested in smearing the United
Student Peace. Committee, sponsor of the
“strike,” than in presenting accurate informa-
tion to the Pennsylvaniaw's readers.

After proving, so to speak, that the United
Student Peace Committee is dominated by
“subversive’ influences, the editor in a second
editorial presents his cwn ideas on the sub-
ject of college peace movements. Pennsyl-
vania, he believes, should have a University
Peace Committee “composed of student lead-
ers representative of honest student opinion

. . any organization which could not satisfy
the Undergraduates Council as to its sincerity
of purpose would be excluded . . . Thus there
would be a system of ‘regulated’ democracy at
which only the groups honestly interested in
world peace . . .’ The “vadical” groups, pre-
sumably, will be excluded. But our experience
at Technology with groups attacked in the
Institule Committee as “radical’”” has shown
so far that they are sincere in the cause of
peace. Undergraduate Councils may be pre-
judiced, and therefore unfit to be “regulators
of democracy.” What is a “regulated” demo-
cracy, anyway? ‘ Something like Germany,
Ttaly and Russia, perhaps?

The editorials seem to be an atiempt on the
part of the newspaper to justify the Pennsyl-
vania administration’s opposition tu participa-
tion in the nation-wide demonstrations which
took place iast month. May we suggest to
the editors and the administration at the U.
of P. that they take aleaf from the experience
of other colleges, including Technology, which
learned that the so-called “radical” organiza-
tions do not consist of dangerous, tricky,
double-dealing traitors, but contain instead
students who on the whole are sincere, and
who are more earnest and therefore accom-
plish more for the causes they support than
the average student. “Peace” organizations
whose main purpoese is to eircumvent the “rad-
icals” generally do not have the earnestness
and will to accomplish very much.
