|The class of '39 ranked highest in
the Dean's List just released with
44.6% of the class represented. Class
of '38 was second with 39.3% while
the Class of '40 trailed with only
31.7% on the list.

Of the total of 596 students on the
Dean's List, 193 are members of this
year's sophomore class, 223 are jun-
iors, and 180 are beginning their sen-
ior year. The total is 77 higher than
for the previous term.

Although approximately thirty-
three per cent of the school was on
the Dean's List, only five per cent
made the first list with an average of
over 4.5.

That a total fund of $34,097.87 is

at the disposal of the Institute Com-

mittee was revealed at the meeting of

that body last night. Of this amount,

$2,332.92 was the amount of cash on

hand in the Institute Committee's ac-

count June 14, 1937.

"In addition to the above balance

($2,332.92), there were funds remain-

ing in the custody of the Bursar at

June 14, 1937, amounting to $31,764.95

for the account of the Institute Com-

mittee . . . which are available for

the payment of anly outstanding bills

against the Institute Committee and
against those activities over which
it has financial jurisdiction. With re-

gard to the foregoing funds, the bal-
ance of the Athletic Reserve Fund
amounted to $16,365.84, the balance
of the Reserve and Contingent Fund

amounted to $15,334.57, and the bal-
ance of the Undergraduate Dues Fund

amounted tb $64.54 at June 14, 1937."

STUMBLE-BACKS
WRONG EMPHASIS

FjOOTBALL makes addle-brained stumble-
backs of its players. That is the charge

made by Frank Scully, well-known author, in

an article in Liberty magazine. The argu-
ments and examples he presents make us glad
that Technology has not suffered with the
evils of big-time college football.

Most of us are familiar with the semi-pro-

·vri Y AND WHEREFORE

ODAY the Tech is publishing the "Is-
1sues" column again. This column was

started last year in an effort to bring out into
the light of day some of the undercurrents of
Institute life which belong in neither the news
columns nor the editorial columns of the pa-
per, yet which are too important and inter-
esting to be neglected.

For the benefit both of new students and of
old students who have either forgotten or have
never known, we wish to restate The Tech's
policy concerning this column.

In the first place, "Issues" is a personal col-
umn. It does not express the editorial policy
of The Tech, and any agreement with that pol-
icy is coincidence. The opinions expressed in
the column are those of the person who wrote
them. The column is anonymous to ensure
that any disagreement with statements in it
will not be expressed in private argument with
the writer, but in public form in the "Letters
to the Editor" columns of'The Tech.

In the second place, the "Issues" column
does not exist for the purpose of mud-sling-
ing. If any mud is revealed it was already
present, and should be cleaned up. To those
who will claim that it would be better to leave
the mud covered up, we would like to point
out it is even easier to get dirty in a hidden
puddle than in an exposed one.

This year's column should be better and
more interesting than last year's, because it
will profit by the experience of last year's.
But it can be improved most rapidly if readers
will write us their comments, criticisms, and
suggestions. "Issues" is successful only to
the extent to which it succeeds in stimulating
thought and discussion on campus issues.

fessionalism- and over-emphasis which seems

to be essential if a first-class team is to be
maintained. But Scully makes another charge,
in many ways more serious. His indictment
is summed up in his statement, "After careful.
study I have -come to the conclusion that you
don't have to be a half-wit to be a half-back,
but if you are a half-back long enough you
wtill be." And then Scully gives numerous
cases where half-backs and other players were
converted into "stumble-backs,' as he calls
them, by the constant pounding and jarring
their brains received during their football
career.

Technology, fortunately, has adhered pretty
constantly to the true amateur ideal, now hon-
ored mostly in the breach, of "sport for sport's
sake." The main value of sports at Technol-
ogy lies in what the participants get out of
them. The idea of winning at all costs has no
place in this concept. The effect of sports
should be beneficial, and no victory is worth-
while if even one individual over-exerts him-
self so badly that he is permanently affected.
Football is particullarly undesirable because
the constant pounding on every play is bound
to have a harmful effect in the course of a
season. Of course, our Field Day football game
is another story, for the men are not very
highly trained, and they play only one game.

However, football is not the only sport in
which overemphasis may hurt the participant.
For example an outstanding track man may
injure himself permanently by habitually run-
ning in too many races in one afternoon. The
desire to win meets is great, and. especially
if a coach is expected to win regularly, he may
disregard the best interests of his team mem-
bers. At Technology, however, there is no
pressure of this sort. Men who go out for a
sport here know that the chief efforts of the
coach will be spent to see that he profits by
his participation. No one at Technology need
feel that he will be neglected because he is not
good enough to make the team. "Sport for
sport's sake' 'is no catch-phrase here-it really
means something, and any effort to change
that attitude will meet with strenuous oppo-
sition. Technology's conception of the place
of athletics is well expressed by the inscrip-
tion that once stood at the entrance of the
athletic field:

"Not the quarry but the chase,

"We cannot affor to let the accident of

birth cripple the educational opportunities of
youths of promise. Our colleges and univer-
sities must extend their taproots until they
reach all classes of society." Harvard's Pres-
ident James Bryant Conant justified Har-
vard's new policy of awarding more and big-
ger scholarships to promising students.
