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DON'T ACT THE FOOL
IN PUBLIC

The fraternities for years have made them-
selves ridiculous by their initiations in public,
and it is significant that the interfraternity
conference realizes the evils of this system
and has taken steps to correct it. By going
on record against “asinine” demonstrations
in public, they did not overstep their very
meagre authority, but have voiced their
opinion on the subject.

There is nothing in their decision that can
put any pressure on the groups that do not
live up to the spiric of this sentiment, and
there was no attempt to define the acts that
would be considered as violations. The groups
that have been taking advantage of the rest
of the fraternities by putting them 2ll in a
bad light, both in the eyes of the public, and
in the eves of the Institute authorities, it is
hoped, will understand the reasons for this
move and take the proper steps to correct
the situation.

Tt is peculiar that fraternity initiations
still run to public display when it is seldom
that Technology students are extremely em-
barrassed by taking part in performances of
this sort. The new members can always ex-
plain that they are forced to act as they do,
and it would seem that for the most part
entertainments in the various houses should
be interesting enough for the members. The
desire to show off in public cannot be denied,
but therc are very strong reasons why it
should be limited to smaller groups.

Simultanecus Firefiles
