Because the buiiders of Technology
did not heed the Biblical injunction
regarding the building of houses on
rocks, the Institute has sunk at an
average rate of .3333 inches per year,
since its founding eighteen years ago.
Building 10 sank the most, losing
ground at the rate of .461 inches per
vear, and its greatest change in level
shows it to be 8.5 inches below the
original,

The sinking is caused by the nature

the sand layer is not thick enough,
the piles must be sunk into the clay.

Tech Wasn’t Built on Rock, so Institute Buildings Sink;
Building 10 Losing Ground at Rate of 461 Inches a Year

The George Kastman Building has
sunk one inch at each end in two
years and one and one-half inches at
the middlefront and two inches at
tha middlerear. These figures are
correct up to 1933 when estimates

were made.

Rates not Uniform

In 1934 Building 6 was two inches
higher than Building 2, and it is esti-
mated that in five years the former
will catch up with the older building.
The fact that rates of sinking are not
uniform even in small areas presents
the engineer with the hard problem
of estimating foundation levels so
thal they will eventually become

equal.

The Report contains dope on rather un-
expected subjects — remarks on the recent
removal by the Institute Committee of the
point system from student activities; a dis-
cussion of the results of the Honor Course
at the Institute, and plans for them; an ex-
planation of why 656 freshmen were admit-
ted this year, when the Institute announced
some vears ago that it was limiting the
freshman class to 600 annually.

It upsets current student opinion when the
report shows that Walker Memerial’s dining
service transferred a little over four thou-
sand dollars to its reserve fund; and concerns
dormitory residents when the report reveals
that the dormitories made a profit of nearly
$46,000 last year.

Did you know that you no doubt are at least partly
deat? Most people over 20 years old are, according
to the TUnited States Public Health Service. Three
quarters of the population as a whele are totally or
partially deaf as the result of the after effects of such
diseases as head cold, influenza, scarlet fever, menin-
gitis. and diphtheria. Many people are umaware ol
their partial deafness because they lost ounly the
ability to hear the very high tones, above the pitch

chattel {o one which practically equals
that of man’'s, Professor Schaefer sald.
The wife, he added, now has the right
to hold personal property in her owrn
name and camry on business trans-
actions without the consent of the
hushand.

Professor Schaefer cited the unusuai
fact that there is no law which re-
quireg that the wife shall take the
name of her husband. This is a cus-
tom which has become accepted as a
rule, but legally the wife can assume
any name she wishes at the time of
marriage.

Marriage Special Contract

Marriage may be considered a spe-
cial kind of contract in which the
state has an active interest, ihe
speaker explained, remarking that
any other contract can be terminated
by muiual consent of the partiez con-
cerned. but in marriage the state
makes the final judgment. The laws
concerning divorce vary with the in-
dividual states, ranging all the way
rrom North Carolina, which has nc
legal divorce. to Nevada, wheve di-
vorce can be granted on many charges.
he added.

The lecturer emphasized the import-
ance of a will. One of the most im-
portant legal responsibilities of mar-
riage is the draftirg of a wlll, he
stuted. Any will is made invalid by
marriage and the birthh of children.
BBoth the man and wife can make ou:
individual wills without the knowledgs
or consent of the other party, but ne
wilt can deprive the wife of at leas:
one-third of the estate.
