Ordnance Dept.
Given Spears

A new development in army ord-
nance, destined to revise modern war-
fare and to bankrupt Krupp, Skoda,
Vickers, Winchester, and the Spring-
field Arsenal, was displayed by rep-
resentatives of the Ordnance Depart-
ment at its annual clambake last
night.
