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NO EXCEPTIONSI!

With the announcement in this issue of
the point ratings for individual activity
positions, the men in these activities haye
their first chance to see just how they will
stand. Of course, most of the activity
leaders, the present juniors and seniors, will
not be affected by the system; but it should
be of acute interest to the sophomores.

The most obvious aim of the system, as
evidenced by the distribution of points, is
that it is frankly designed to prevent soph-
omores from engaging in more than one
major activity. This is demonstrated by the
large number of points given to sophomore
positions on such activities.

This measure witl have two possible results.
Since the sophomores will have put all their
eggs in one basket, they will have to work
hard to make sure of gaining a senior board
position in their activity. In that way the
activity will vastly benefit, for competition
and interest should jump. If however, from
reasons political or logical, 2 man should
happen not to gain a senior board position
in his activity, he is out completely. His one
basket of eges has been dropped. That fact
may tend to discourage men from going out
for activities, for many will not care to risk
several years work for the chance of drawing
a blank for reward.

If however a sophomore were to be allowed
to engage in two major activities at once, he
might be forced to drop one of those activi-
tics in his junior vear. In such a case, the
activity then might suffer.

The problem, then, 1s whether the indi-
vidual or the activity is to be the one to risk
injury. We believe that the activity is more
important than the individual, and that the
present setup of the point system is the better
choice.

However, as we remarked formerly, the
system must be enforced rigidly, otherwise it
might as well not exist at all. There must
be no exceptions whatsoever. The former
system foundered on exceptions; and this
one will also, if exceptions are allowed.

ACTION [S NEEDED

The article concerning the crew, which
appeared on the sports page of a recent issue
of this paper, has apparently aroused con-
siderable ill-fecling, particularly among the
men connected with the crew itself.

The article dealt with the situation, not
with the men. The men out for crew spend
more time on their sport than the men of
any other sport in ihe Institute. The situa-
tion is not their fault, and that was most cer-
tainly not the impression which the article
was intended to give. -

However the fact still remains that the
Institute crews condistently have had bad
records for years past. That is bad publicity

tor the Institute, for the sport itself, and for
the other sports at the Institute. It tends to
make new men coming here look down on
sports in general, and that hurts both the
sports and the new men themselves. This is
more true since crew is cne of the mosr
spectacular and publicized of Institure
activities.

The aim of the article in question was to
point out that some hing should be done
abourt this situation, and the solution it pro-
posed was that the crew schedule schools
against whom it is more likely to make a
good record. There are many reasons whv
our crew are not able to compete with major
crews—difficulties of training, competition
with subsidized athletes, lack of time for
practice.

It would be far better for the crew itself
and for the Institute, if the crew could boast
of a victorious season, and one way of insur-
ing this would be to race crews whom we
have a chance of beating.

DOUBLE LIFE

Another of those curious diseases that iead double
lives has recently been discovered through agricul-
tural studies at Cornell University. Like yellow fever
which alternates between human and mosquito and
like the pine tree blister whieh attacks first the pine
tree and then the eurrent bush, the newly discovered
menace is transmitted back and forth between peach
trees and chokecherry trees, The peaches become
bitter and the cherry trees die as the “x disease,”
as it is pow known. passes from one to the other in
an epidemic which started in New England, spread
fo New York, and now threatens to march westward.
Since it cannot be transmitted from peach tree to
pedch tree nor from cherry tree to cherry tree, the
logical method of checking the spread of the “x
disease” is by echopping down as many of the choke-
cherry trees as possible, since they are of relatively
little importance. The cause in this case, as in other
diseases of this type, is a wvirus. It has not been
previcusly noticed for one of two reasons: either
the wvirus has lain dormant for many years or it
is a new virus that has evolved through mutations.
Little is yet known about viruses beyond the fact
that they are composed of particles smaller than
single plant or animal cells and that they are close
to the dividing line hetween the lHving and the non-
living. Just which side of the line they are on,
scientists are not yet prepared to say.

NOT GREASED
Physicist J. M. Meek of the University of California
has conducted experiments to show that lightning
travels at the rate of 22 million miles per hour, once
it has been started. However, a path is initially
broken through the air by a “pilot” streamer which
loafy along at a mere 440,000 miles per hour.

LITTLE CURRENTS

Six thousand tirhes as sensitive as any current-
meuasuring device previously known, is a vacuum tube
developed at the TUniversily of Minnesota. 1t will
measure a current equivalent to a single eleciron
passing along a wire onhce every five minutes, or
000,000.000,000,000,001 ampere.
