Hanson Tried For Barging
In Third Race;

Is Acquiited

Redeeming itself from its first defeat
of the year at Brown, the Technology
sailing teamm won the Boston Dinghy
Ciub Challenge Cup on the Charles
River last Sunday by the slim mar-
gin of 21% points. Kenneth Wood of
Brown proved to be the most formid-

Hanson Places Second

In the second division, Wood of
Brown starred with 70 points, while
Commodore Herman H. Hanson, ’39,
piaced second with 61 points, A tense
moment was provided in the post-
racing protest meeting when Wood
protested Hanson for barging in the
third race, seriously endangering
Technology’s victory which would
have been forfeited to Brown. Han-
son claimed that he was forced by the
McGill crew, and sinee the latter ad-
mitted its error, he was acquitted.

The purpose of the morning races
was to decide the gualifying crews for
the regatta, since only 9 of the 14 col-
leges could race in the finals. The
breeze was tricky and easterly, prov-
ing difficult to handle, and the races

were perfect for the light weather ar-
tists.

Tie in Morning Races

The yacing was close and the morn-
ing ended with Technology and
Princeton tied for first place with 72
points. Harvard and Brown were
close on their heels with 70 and 69
points respectively. Other crews to
gualify for the finals were Williams.

would not fall on memory so much as on
constructive thinking. In other words, more
open-book exams should bz given — exams
which would not test the amount of brown-
bagging a student can do in the period just
before the exam, but which would test his
ability to urtilize the methods and informa-
tion which his courses have made available
to him. Such open-book exams are feasible
in many courses which do not use them now.
Such exams do not place a premium on the
time a student can afford to give in prepara-
tion for each exam, and would s> ease the
burden of a heavy exam schedule.

Exams requiring mostly an exercise of the
memory do not give a true measure of the
student’s ability or grasp of the subject; they*
are a measure of the time which he has been
able to give in preparation for that particu-
lar exam—and so are a false measure.

Let us have either a more fairly arranged
exam schedule; or, far better, exams requir-
ing less routine, futile drudgery.
