Dies Before Knowing Success

This is the ironic story of a home-
wwa boy who made good at the age
v, u3 and then died before he could
appreciate his success.

Bostonian and Technology graduate
ol tue class of '89, Ernest Vincent
Vioright two and & half years ago com-
buwted a 56,000 word novel without
onve using the letier “e”, normally
wriiten more often than any other
letzer in the alphabet.

Last Sunday the New York Times
~viewed Wright's freak mnovel and
Wrote his obituary in the same story.

in the spring of 1937, when Wright
announced the completion of his e-less
work, papers from coast tg coast car-
Ied gtovies of the feat. For a day he
W5 the literary hero of the country.
I fact he had all he needed for suec-
tess—except a publisher for his story.

Sets H}s Price

In a Jetter to The Tech at the time,
‘right told how he was ready to
surrender all rights to his book for

ualtry $3,000, partly because he was
%0 deeply impoverished that he had
taken up residence in the National
Military Home in Los Angeles, Cali-
fornia,

But he knew, morecver, that if he
“ag to bask in the surn of his literary
®uceess, he would have to get im-
Mediate results. He suspected that his
1 health would mever allow him to
bublish the book himself and wait for
rovalties to trickle in.

Finally a publisher did come to
Wright's rescue, but it was too late.
He died at the military home on the
Tth of this month, just as the first
Teview coples of “Gadsby”, his book,
Were coming off the presses.

Studied Mechanica! Arts
Hrnest V., Wright was born at 636

Tremont Street, Boston, in 1871. At
Technology he took the course in Me-
chanical Arts, later changed to Me-
chanical Engineering. The world
knows littlie of his professional career,
but he reappeared at the Institute
when this country entered the World
War in 1¥17. He played fiute in the
hand of the Naval Aviation Detach-
ment that wag in training here. From
1923 until his death he was in
California,

In his letter to The Tech, Wright
explained the many difficulties of writ-
ing a connected story with 50,600 e-less
words. Such common auxiliary words
as “the,” “them,” “those,” “he,” and
“she,” haunted him with every sent-
ence. When he wrote the final draft
of the story, he tied down the e-bar
of his typewriter to Be sure that no
e's slipped in.

Three E's in Name

One wise-cracking editer suggested
the invalidity of his claim to e-less-
ness, becanse the common vowel ap-
pears in his name three times. But
Wright pleaded that there were no
synoayms for those words, and that
an author's name is no part of his
work., He received an avalanche of
in mail; it gl expressed skepticism.
Some letters denied point blank the
possibility of such a feat. *They know
it can’'t be done, but I have domne it,”
he sighed. He felt sure that it would
pay someone to buy his work and
publish it, Because, as he said, “If the
hook is placed on sale with a con-
spicuous sign reading, ‘The Strangest
Story Ever Written: 50,000 Words
Without an “E,” every passerby will
buy it from plain curiosity.”

The world will soon know the truth
of his predictiona.

Of the
280 yearbooks entered in the same
class as the M.LT. book, less than 1i(
received this award.

Criticism Helps Staff

The purpose of this survey is to
aid and guide yearbook staffs in the
production of better books. This is
accomplished by having the hooks
judged by experienced journalists and
their criticisms published. The grade
is based chiefly upon the staff work
rather than upon printing and other
mechanical work.

The Technique received particular
praise on the physical appearance of
the book, typography, class sectloms,
editing of athletics, and the sections
devoted to the work of the achool.

Photography is at least one of the major
student hobbies. Some students just snap a
picture here and there and have it developed
outside. Many, however, take their hobby
quite seriously. They are fussy about the
medium, and the pictorial angle; they like
to develop, print, and enlarge their own pic-
tures, and they may even enjoy experiment-
ing with developers and other materials.

There is,
however, still need for an organization where
the fans can meet and exchange views.
