Oriental and European methodsg of
making paper by hand were demon-
strated at a lecture by Dr. Dard
Hunter, curator of the Dard Hunter
Paper Museum at the Institute, Sun-

Dr. Hunter opened his lecture with
a deseription of the first paper ever
made. It was composed of Mulberry
leaves, and made by the Japanese
in 105 A.D., more than a thousand
years before paper was first intro-
duced in Europe. Objects on display
at the lecture included papermaking
moulds from all over the world. The
evolution of paper-making fibres was
illustrated with samples of paper made
from straw, cotton stalks, thistiedown,
potatoes, and many other materials.

An old-fashioned filibuster—with readings

week’s Institute Committee meeting. Every
other political trick in the books was used to
prevent sensible discussion of the “succession”

problem.

And the result of this attempt to tie up

straight-forward procedure?

The instiga-

tors of the confusion gained nothing. The

“succession” proposal, defeated once,

1

slated for reconsideration at the next meet-

ing—and in its original form.

The Com-

raittee members, after a lengthy and stormy

session, are right back where they started.

Considerable harm, however, was done.
Valuable time, needed for the discussion of
other important business, was wasted. Still
more time will be lost at the next meeting
if more motions, amendments, points of or-
der, and questions are used in further at-
tempts to block consideration of the subject.

But more important than the time wasted

is the harm done to the reputation of demo-
cratic government. Continuation of the
confusion evident last week may cause both
Faculty and students to lose faith in the
Committee. Such a condition could con-
ceivably be the first step in the removal of
the right of student self-government, an
occurrence unfortunately common in mod-
ern colleges.

We're proud of our system of govern-
ment. We'd like to see it continue, un-
hampered by Faculty control. That is possi-
ble only if the members of the Institute
Committee act like the intelligent men they
are supposed to be,

AFTER THE GAME

The box score was not the only tangible
result of last Friday’s basketball game with
Brown University. In retrospect, the fact
that Technology’s fighting team was de-
feated by the Providence squad seems some-
what dimmed in the strong light of several
other points brought out during and after
the game.

Thé word “squad” is used advisedly. For
it was just that that beat the men wearing

Institute team tired as the last-quarter grind
rolled around was wholly evident. Leading
at the half going into the third period,
Tech’s representatives, with adequate reserve
strength could well have maintained the pace
and carried off 3 much-earned victory.
Basketball games are not easily won with
five or six or even seven men any more than
footbali games are won by eleven or twelve
men. The Institute team has been playing
on guts during the last periods of all their
games this year. It was a shame that last
Friday might, fight had to bow to numbers.
Good sportsmanship on the part of the
home rooters was strikingly in evidence duz-
ing the game. Tech’s supporters can pride
themselves on their sensible, yet eathusiastic,
conduct during the contest. Booing while
the opponents were shooting fouls and on the
referee’s decisions was happily lacking.
Nor did the display of sportsmanship go
unnoticed. Coach McCarthy after the game
praised the Tech fans for their conduct, de-
claring it was a definite aid to the team. In
such ways, evidently, spectators can help the
team of their favor.

Now is the time, moreover, when we can
really show spirit for the team. The squad
may not be able to supply a fresh team every
quarter of the game. But one fact is certain:
The team that is out there playing will be
playing its heart out to win. For that rea-
sorx alone, if not to show sportsmanship or
any other cause, don’t quit the team that
hasn’t quit itself.

SURVEY

Great has been the hue and cry over the
athletic system at Technology. The student
body has constantly commented upon “poor
equipiment,” “‘poor coaching,” or “no inter-
est”. But no one seemed interested enough
to survey the situation accurately, to present
numbers, to tabulate results.

This month the Tech Engineering News
presents one of the most comprehensive arti-
cles on Institute athletics seen here in recent
years. It has stepped outside its field to deal
with this subject, but the results stand for a
job well done.

Now we have the details, We know how
much money is being spent, and for what.
We can see at a glance which classes take
most advantage of the facilities offered them.

The Tech Engineering News is to be
highly commended for this survey. Now
those with gripes will have to face facts. The
validity of disgruntled comments can be
tested by statistics in black and white.

But after all, what is most important, a
firm foundation for improvement has been
built. It is up to those activities in charge
of athletics to take advantage of the knowl-
edge offered them and to readjust sports at
Technology.

Color Separation Indicated

Plates which represent the com-
bined work of artist and plate wmaker
make up the second group. It is in
these plates that the artist indicates
color separation. The third classifica-
tion is composed of illustrations
printed from plates made entirely by
the plate maker. This class repre-
sents the finished product and in-
cludes such processes as line and half-
tone relief, and many combination
plates such as Ben Day tints, intaglio-
gravure, planographic-offset, lithogra-
phy, and photo gelatin,
Represented in this illustration are
such prominent illustrators as John
Sioan, Peggy Bacon, Edward A. Wil
son, Rudolph Ruzicka, W. A. Dwig-
gins, Richard Floethe, Reginald
Marsh, Vladmir Bobri, Ingri and Edgar
Parin d’Aulaire, Clare Turlay New-
berry, Rockwell Kent, George Salter,
Lynd Ward, Grant Wood, Valenti
Angelo, and Hans Alexander Mueller.
