Student Signatures On
“Roll Call”

As a4 part of a campaign to ralse
250,000 signatures of students angd
raculty members in American collieges,
¢hs Technology chapter of the Ameri-
can Student Union will start circulat-
ing a *“Human Rights Roll Call”
around the Institute today.

The “Roll Call” asks si{udents to
sign a petition which demands seven
points:

1. The elimination of illiteracy and
the establishment of eguality of edu-
cational opportunity,

2. The support of cultural activities
accessible to the people.

3, The conservation of human re
sources through jobs and social In-
surance.

4. The public provision of medical
care for all the people.

5. The creatlon of the city beautiful
through slum clearance sad housing.

6. The conservation of natural re
sources.

7. The guarantee of civil liberties
and equal political rights to all Ameri-
can citizens regardless of race, creed,
color, or belief.

Educators Endorse¢ Program

This program has already been en-
dorsed heartily by many of the coun-
try's leading educators, including Dr.
Robert M. Hutchins, president of the
University of Chicago; Dr. Frank P.
Graham, president of the University
of North Carclina; Dr. Roswell G.

This faet
made it possible for Alexander Ma-
goun, president of the class of 1813, to
receive 1 B.S. degree in mechanical
engineering from Harvard without
ever having taken a class on the
Harvard campus.

The war brought Professor Magoun
into the Naval Architecture fleld. He
returned to the Imstitute in 1920 as
an instructor in this subject. In 1923
he received his Master's degree,

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INSTITUTE BULL SESSION

In spite of the rather disparaging tone in
which theyv are usually mentioned, bull ses-
sions are a most weighty factor both in the
life of the individual student and the general
actitude of the student body. Aside from
the conventonal connotation of sex, they
are perhaps the most important channel for
the communion of ideas among students—
ideas political, psychological, theological, and
all other forms.

t is most naturally a medium to be used
by those who object or approve of the news
and edizorial policy of this paper. But it 1s
not intended as that. The Tech is a self-
styled organ of public opinion, but we would
like to see our readers make that a true-
definition.

MILITANT DEMOCRACY

The announcement in this issue of the
circulation of an Honor Roll for Democracy
revives certain criticisms we have made re-
cently of a plan similar in ideal.

Anarticle was published recently in which
certain comparisons were drawn between the
atritude of the world in the early portion of
this century and the attitude today. In the
decades before the last war, the world was
possessed with the conception of the “‘white
man’s burden”. That was the theory that
it was civilized man’s duty to implant in the
ignorant savage the benefits of European and
American culture—implant it by force if
necessary, ahd it usually was.

And yet, the article goes on to point out,
at the same time these militant culturers were
pressing their theory so vigorously, their own

culture and governments were in a rotting
and crumbling state which eventuated in
the blasting  disintegration of the World
War.

Now. twenty vears after that war, democ-
racy s aggressively on the rampage, obsessed

with the conception that it s democracy’s

duty to show its superiority o other forms

of covernment; and, perhaps, eventuatly to
impose that superiority vn those other torms
ot guvernment, by force it necessary.

There 1s a4 moral to be drawn from that
This 1s

the time to consider whether democracy 1s

article, and a very applicable one.

so securely laced nto its own shoes that it
can risk planting thuse shoes in the various
bottom-sides available outside vur boundaries.
The moral does not, possibly, apply specifi-
cally to the Honor Roll of Democracy: but
it does apply to the militant spirit which is
apt to creep into such plans.

SEEDS OF RUIN?

The Renaissance which occured after the
dull oppression of the Dark Ages was the
first shoot of the plant which has grown
into modern civilization.  Historians and
philosophers have speculated on the factors
which caused that rolling back of the black
clouds of ignorance and the revival of man’s
Creative urge.

tr is sigimiGeent, perhaps, that one of those
factors was the introduction into Europe
tor the hirst time of syphilis.  Where 1t came
from nobody seems to know.  But 1t became
a very important influence in civilization
almost at once, and the mental agitation 1t
caused contributed to Renaissance activity.

The evident currelation between man’s
worst scourge and the most briliant prod-
ucts of his mind is thought-provoking. It
is an uneasy fecling to realize that the roots
of our progress lie partly in disease. It lends
passible weight to the remark that civiliza-
tion contains the seeds of its own destruc-
tion. Perhaps the correlation 1s merely
superticial and coincidental. Perhaps it isn’t.

Meat for Gipsies

Recent studies into gipsy-lore have revealed that in
Siberin gipsies are i the habit of digging up and
gating carvion flesh of cattle, sheep, and hogs burried
by thie peas=ants. They will oven pay informants for
“rips” leading to the location of a dead beast. Some
of the pourer gipsies eat carrion without speeclal prep-
aration, uithough they generally prefer it prepared
by wa=l:ing, soaking with nettles or garlic, and boiling
until tli- smell has gone. They actually prefer the
tlavor o ~deh meat o that which has been purposely
slain.  lowever, they never eat horseflesh, because
the horse i3 a triend of the gipsy and is considered
more or less as 4 member of the family. (1)

Soft Water

Hard wuater, which makes the forming of a soapy
luther so disheult, can now by made solt without the
use of lime, which clogs Loiler pipes by caking, or
acid, which corrodes the pipes. Known as the
“threshold” ireatment, the new method consists of
placing two purts of the chemical sodium hexameta-
phosphate in o million parts of water. Found to be
non-toxic to humans, it has already been put into use
in the water supply of Columbug, Chio. (2)

Now it seems
possible to muake propellers with blades which can be
turned until their piteh is reversed and they will thus
thrust back against the direetion of flight in order to
slow up Lhe cruft upon landing.

Lectures on Marriage

In the last nine yeargs Prefessor
Magoun and his Humanics course
have become very popular at Tech-
nology. He loves his job and is very
proud of it, “Nobody around here en-
joys his work more than T do,”” he
said with conviction. Speaking of the
series of marriage lectures which he
is conducting at present, Professor
Magoun stated: “Of all human con-
tacts, marriage is probably the one
which is most intense and most needs
good method.” He seems to know all
about it for he is very happily mar-
ried himself.

There is nothing mysterious about
Prof. Magoun’s popularity, His sense
of humor, his desire to help students,
his eclear analytical mind, and his
frankness make an enviable combin-
ation. He often stays at the Institute
late to see students who come to him
with their problems. He has three

Lack of time to acclimate himself at
Berlin was one of the big reasons he
could not win in 1836, “This time
I must go to Finland and live’ he
claimed.

“Distance running takes a lot of
hard work,” he said, “but you might
be interested to know that of all the
present great runners, I am probably
the weakest.” He described an experi-
ment once c¢arried on with Cunning-
ham, San Romani, Venzke, and him-
sell to discover the relation of physi-
ology to running. The experts found
that Lash could run longer than any of
the others.

asked “Say, buddy, tell me something,
It 1 step on the track, will I get a
shock?"
