Dr. Stuart A. Rice, Chairman of the
United States Statistical Board, Bu-
rean of the Budget, will deliver an
address entitled “The Impact of Sci-
ence on the Structwre of Democratic
Institutions” Friday afternoon, Febru-
ary 16, at 4 o'clock in the Eastman
Lecture Hall.

The lecture will be held under the
sponsorship of the Technology Chap-
ter of Sigma Xi, honorary scientific
fraternity.

Former Sociology Professor

Dr. Rice is a prominent authority on
governmental statistics and modern
methods in social science, having oc-
cupied his present position sirce 1935.
Before that he was a professor of
sociology for intermittent perieds at
Dartmouth College, the University of
Pennsylvania, and the University of
Chicago.

In 1931 he was appointed an In-
vestigator on the President’s Research
Committee on Social Trends. He is a
graduate of the University of Wash-
ington and holds the degree of Doctor
of Philosophy from Columbia Univer-
sity. Dr. Rice is a {ellow of the Amer-
ican Statistical Association, of which
he was president in 1933, and a mem-
ber of a number of ouistanding soci-
eties in the fields of sociology and
economics.

Institute Offers
Ten Fellowships

Gift From Sloan Foundation
Provides For Ten One
Year Awards

At least ten {fellowships covering
twelve months of study and investiga-
tion in the fields of business adminis-
tration and economics will be offered
by the Institute through a nationwide
competition among mature young busi-
ness executives it was announced Sat-
urday. This is the third time such
fellowships have been available,

The recipients of these fellowships
will undertake a special one-year pro-
gram of work aimed to further prepare
for positions of higher administrative
responsibility young executives of sea-
soned managerial capacity and demon-
strafed sensitiveness to the social and
civic implications of industry, it was
stated. The program is made possibie
largely through a renewed grant of
$32,500 from the Alfred P. Sloan
Foundation.

Opportunity for Competent Men

The grant permits stipends as high
as $2,500 for married recipients. This
brings the opportunity within the
range of all those who are competent
to benefit from it, whether they be em-
pleyed by large or small companies,
and wherever they may be located.

Selection ig upon the basis not only
of certain minimum requirements, but
also of ability and opportunity to ben-
efit from the speclal nature of the
program. Final award is made only
after interviews with a selected group.

BRONZE RAT

Elsewhere on this page appears a letter
sent to The Tech by a representative of
“Course IV, Class of 1941”. It advocates a
radical change in design of the class ring.

We wish to support the architects in their
claims. True, the beaver does remind us of
a rat, in spite of ourselves. Agreed, also,
that the ring is perhaps slightly unwieldy be-
cause of its weight. And it certainly is no

masterpiece as far as art for art’s sake goes.
In fact it looks like hell.

Many of us take pride in class rings. They
form part of the large body of things by
which outsiders judge us and our school.
Moreover, the class ring is a symbol, perhaps
more important to ourselves than to out-
siders, of the Institute. In days to come,
when perchance we may come across our
ring during spring house-cleaning, we dislike
the thought of a faint smile passing over our
face, not of amusement but of disgust for
the beaver that looks like a rat.

Abandoning the beaver is a matter which
might cause concern in some minds. This
dam builder has been known as “‘the first
engineer”, and as such is a fitting symbol for
the Institute. But in view of the mechanical
difficulties involved in making a beaver look
like a beaver, it might be justifiable to
retire him.

In view of what has been said, we would
like to pass on to the Class Ring Committee
the recommendations of the Junior architects
and suggest that the members seriously look
into the matter of a new design.

Also we wish to call attention to the co-
operative spirit of the architects, as evi-
denced by their letter. It is to be appreci-
ated that they are actively interested in the
affairs of the Institute, and, furthermore,
that they are applying a little of the design
which they are learning to everyday Insti-
tute life,
