THE READER SPEAKS

Perhaps it is a bit premature to offer any comment
on the pending freaty between Japan and the Axis
powers, but with a national election approaching, it
would be appropriate to evaluate the fruits of the
foreign policy of the present administration.

Franklin Roosevelt's consistent oppesition to Japan-
ese expansion, hoth commercially and politically, in
the Far East has resulted in the establishment of a
virtual “defensive” zlliance aimed at the United
States. To quote an AP report of the treaty’s context
. . it iz expected Japan would actively support
Germany if the United States should ent:er the Buro-
pean War. ., . . the Japanese Governmel::;‘. finally is
conivinced that the United States is unalterably op-
posed to ‘legitimate’ expansion in the Orient.” This is
the first time that any military alliance has been
specifically directed against the United States, and
Franklin Roosevelt ig the first president to lead the
United States into such a position.

Now we stand alone and friendless except for a
British Empire which is desperately striving to main-
tain its own existence.

We, with an army admittedly weak and a navy
too smalil to support a foreign program opposing great
military powers, find oursclves committed to oppose
all of the powerful military expansionists.

The United Stales is losing ground in the fight for
survival. We are making enemies faster than could
ever be compensated for by our national defense policy.

The proiection of our Latin American and Far
Bastern markets against the economic expansion of
Germany and Japan may be used by some as the basis
of au argument for the support of our present foreign
policy. However, we have a far greater economic loss
in prospect if Germany wing the war. Our entire ex-
ports to Kurope and Asia will be under the direct con-
trol of three powers against which we have often and
loudly proclaimed ourselves. Qur government can weil
school irself in judicial economic diplomacy by study-
ing the past procedure of Great Britain. Never, until
now, has England found herself on the losing side of
a war where large spheres of influence and trade areas
were at stake. Possibly because of coincidence, and
her military and naval power, was England the un-
defeated master of the world for over a century and a
half, but the same result may have been the result of
disereet diplomacy., Ideologies are fine things to fight
for, but one cannot eat a doetrine, nor ecan one live in
a house of ideals. American foreign policy should take
a practical turn, raiher than a necessarily moral one,
We need not switch to support Germany and Italy in
their war, nor need we give Japan a heiping hand in
the “China Incident”, but our actions should be tem-
pered with caution, unless we are prepared to back
our demands with action on the spot. rather than
letting them accumulate until we are presented with
hostile military alliances. Our past policy has not
been to lemd military support to our diplomats, and
unlessl we would do an about face, we inust abandon

‘ the expensive and useless program being followed at

present.
