The following announcement re-

garding registration for conscription
was received last night from the
Registrar.

REGISTRATION UNDER THE
SELECTIVE TRAINING AND

SERVICE ACT OF 1940

By the authority of the Cam-
bridge Election Commission, Tech-
nology students who cannot
conveniently appear in their home
precincts may register on Wed-
nesday. October 16, at the Massa-
chusetts Institute of Technology.
Facilities for registering will be
available from 7:00 A.M. until
9:00 P.M. on that day at a place
to be designated later. All who
can possibly register in their own
precinct should do so.

In order that some of the ques-
tions regarding the Selective
Training and Service Act of 1940
may be answered authoritatively,
the American Council on Educa-
tion has arranged a national
broadcast, "Students and Military
Service", Tuesday, October 8, from
10:15 to 10:30 P.M., E.S.T. It will
be conducted for the purpose of
answering specific questions of
students and faculty members re-
garding the Selective Service Act
and potential military training.
The Boston radio station that will
carry- this program is WEEI.

tion. It will be conducted by election officials or such other individuals

as the county clerk may appoint for each election district. The county
clerk may, upon the request of a school or college, appoint a special regis-
trar to conduct the registration within such institution. The student may
register at any convenient place regardless of legal residence or domicile.
The county clerk will mail his registration card to the local selective
service (draft) board having jurisdiction over the area which the
student indicates as his place of residence.

CLASSIFICATION-Each student (as well as all other men 21 to 36) will
be assigned a number and will be subject to call for classiflcation. Prior
to receipt of call he will receive a personal data sheet, one section
of which provides for recording the individual's education and includes
a specifio question relating to attendance at school or college during the
current academic year. If the student requests deferment and if his
attendance during 1940 is verified by the college, his training may be
deferred until July 1, 1941 or until the end of the academic year.

Conscription As It Affects Students
SELECTIVE TRAINING AND SERVICE

The following is a partial text of further statements upon conscription

issued by President Karl T. Compton yesterday.

This issue of the Bulletin is given up largely to citation and discussion

of those portions of the Selective Training and Service Act of 1940, formerly
the Burke-Wadsworth Bill, that are of particular interest to institutions of
higher education. These provisions with quotations from the Bill include:

Sec. 3 (a) All male students, except advanced ROTC students as noted
below, who on the day of registration 'have attained the twenty-first
anniversary of the day of their birth and who have not attained the
thirty-sixth anniversary of the day of their birth" must register.

Sec. 5 (e) Deferment is provided on the basis of dependents, physical,
mental or moral deficiency and for "those men whose employment in
industry, agriculture, or other endeavors, is found to be necessary to
the maintenance of the national health, safety, or interest."

Sec. 3 (a) Any person between the ages of 18 and 36 shall be afforded
an opportunity to volunteer for the period of training and service (12
months) prescribed in this Act.
Sec. 3 (a) Foreign students (male aliens) must register, but only those
who have declared their intention to become citizens are eligible for
service.
Sec. 5 (d) "Ministers of religion, and students who are preparing for the
ministry in theological or divinity schools . . . shall be exempt from
training and service (but not from registration) under this Act."

M8. Sec. 5 (g) Any person "6who, by reason of religious training and belief,
is conscientiously opposed to participation in war in any form" is not

Xrequired, subject to approval of his claim, to be subject to combatant
service but is subject either to non-combatant service or to "work of

inational importance under civilian direction."
