By all signs intra-mural sports at the Insti-

tute are headed for another year of the
doldrums.

In past years the management of this
highly-neglected phase of Tech's athletic
program has been vested in the Beaver Key
Society, which ran the tournament in a de-
sultory fashion until last year a series of
repercussions, within the Society and with-
out, managed to instigate certain constitu-
tional changes and install conscientious of-
ficers. The Society, in fact , just emerged
with its life through promise of a more
vigorous program.

To abolish one of the major objections of
the intra-mural set-up-the elimination of
a team after one defeat-the new officers of
Beaver Key drew up elaborate plans this year
for a double-elimination tournament by
means of which every team should play three
or four games at least. It also planned in-
dividualized contact with all teams; after a
little talk with the house or hall athletic
chairman, if it was learned that that house
or hall was not to have a team on the field,
the game wasn't scheduled. Defaults, com-
mon occurences, in past years, were thereby
to be kept at a minimum through constant
check-ups. Umpires and equipment were to
be supplied regularly, a distinct officer in the
Society specifically responsible for these
items. In short, the Beaver Key Society, its
back to the wall, was in a sink-or-swim posi-
tion; it had to make good this time.

All the plans of the Society for the man-
aging of intra-mural sports were condi-
tioned, of course, on the fact that all resi-
dential groups would support the program.
They apparently will not.

The Dormitory Athletic Committee, as
it happens, has for a long time run an ex-
tremely successful inter-dormitory athletic
program. It didn't want to merge with the
Beaver Key's schedule. It apparently saw
little reason to join up with an untried
scheme, however sure-fire the scheme might
-appear on paper.

It is highly unfortunate that the Key isn't
to get a chance to bring intra-mural sports
up to the position of undergraduate import-
ance they deserve. As things stand now the
ambitious members of the Society might
just as wellothrow their plans Out the win-
dow. They simply can't force the Dormi-
tory Athletic Committee to play ball with

It is about time someone called the attention of
tile Institute authorities to the disgraceful appearance
of oni· s hool wvhen viewed from anywhere but the
fr ont. Old, piled-utp lumber, shabby World War- tem-
por alry buildings, till cans, and trash piles all do
their bit to pull down the wonderful reputation of ouir
Almna 'Iater . There is a widespread student senti-
ment a-ainst this condition, but nothing is done
about it. I would like to offer a few constl uctive
suggestions:

6. Plant more trees between the Institute grounds

and the other factories.

8. Clean iip the land on the other side of Mass.

Avenue and plant trees on the land owned by
the Institute but not used for drilling or
track.

9. An expensive finishing touch would be to buy
up the block of stores opposite the Architecture
building and tear them down, replacing them
with grass and trees. (I know this is im-
practical, but it's a pleasant possibility).

You will notice that outside of point 9, none of
these suggestions cost much money, except point
2-a new gym. Trees and grass seed are surely within
the budget of the Institute. I feel quite certain that
th'e rawest Architecture student would not approve
of the way Tech looks from the back, and yet it is
left unimproved year after year. Is anything going
to be done about it?
