Aeronauiics Course Expands

In Face Of Defense Program

Of all the departmenis at the In-
stitute the Aeronautical Engineering
department has been most directly af-
fected by the defense program. Under
the pressure of demaund it has ad-
vanced from a rather minor position
to the third largest department at the
Institute.

Asg yet no very drastic changes have
been made during the present erisis.
In September 1939 the first step was
taken when the quota of the under-
graduate school was increased from
thirty to forty members per class, It
would be possible to place a much
larger number in industry; but in
spite of pressure by the student body
and business interests the faculty does
not intend to increase the enrollment
any further.

Malintain Standards

The Department does noft wish to
lower standards by overcrowding the
courges. Graduates are practically
“enaranteed” now and the department
does not want any changes in this
respect. However summer courses
have been inaugurated which train
men in meteorology and aeronautical
engineering, but do not lead to a de.
gree. These courses are expected to
continue for several years until the
demand falls off too much.

Aeronautical Engineering at Tech-
nology got its start in 1898 when the
first experiments were made in a three
foot sguare wind tunuel with a wing
veloeity of twenty M.P.H. After this
beginning. other experiments were
conducted; among them were those on
propellers and tests made with an
early Burgess Wright biplane.

The first actual leclures were given
in 1912 uynder the auspices of the
Mechanical Engineering. Department.
In 1813 Dr, Hunsaker was detailed
by the U, 8. Navy Department to as-
sist in establishing courses and re-
search in aeronautics. In 1914 a new
wind tunnel was constructed four fest
square with a speed of thirty M.P.H.
It was erected in a shed which was
the firgt academic building situated on
the present site of the Technology
campus.

The case of Voo Doo vs. the Institute
Committee abounds with loopholes which
have haunted the affair since its birth. And
now as the battle grows hotter with the
scheduled appearance of an issue of Voo Doo
next week, they are being magnified to pro-
portions far beyond their relative importance
to the basic issues.

These fundamental insufficiencies have be-
come so encompassing that the original goal
of the affair, the amelioration of Voo Doo,
is likely to be lost altogether.

The first “should-have” came about when
the Institute Commuittee last week neglected
to take the immediate action which their
convictions told them should be taken. Al-
most every member of that body was of the
opinion that Voo Doo, as it stood before
them, was a pretty bad publication, that cer-
tainly its present Board should be removed
for the good of the magazine and the Insti-
tute it represents.

But the Voo Doo Board was not removed.
Natural conservatism, an inherent repug-
nance to revolutionary change, restrained the
Institute Committee. Its members chose a
more compromising method.

Regardless of whether this choice of order
was wise or not, it certainly wasn’t carried
out with absoluteness. A compromise neces-
sarily involves concessions by both sides, but
it also is a gentlemen’s agreement—positive,
clear, unambiguous. The action taken by
the Institute Committee last week was not.
And therein lies the second loop-hole in the
case,

What the Institute Committee did last
week was this: It appointed a representative
with all the powers vested in the Managing
Board to submit to the Committee within
three weeks a plan of reorganization for Voo
Doo. What it didn’t do was this: It failed
to declare just how its representative, Mr.
Klyce, was to operate. With regard to the
pending issue of Voo Doo, was ke supposed
to meet with the staff, telling it what was
wanted, issue his assignments, and then wait
and either approve or reject the copy sub-
mitted for publication? In short, was he to
be a refotming superviser who worked with,
albeit above, the present Voo Doo Board?
This plan, so they say, was the one envisaged

.

by the members of the Voo Doo. Or, was
he to consider the magazine staff automati-
cally out of the picture as incapable of pro-
ducing the kind of a publication which was
needed? This idea is evidently the one enter-
tained by Klyce, in view of the fact that the
issue now being prepared is being handled
mainly by non-Voo Dooers.

Legally, of course, this latter interpreta-
tion, which is guiding the work now being
carried out and the one to which the present
Voo Doo management is objecting on the
grounds of alleged unfairness, is entirely in
the right. Klyce, holding all the powers of
the publication’s Managing Board, could
publish an issue with the help of men from
Voo Doo, Technique, the track squad, the
streets, or by himself.

The point is that the motion last week at
the Institute Committee meeting was not
concretely clarified, All the dissension ram-
pant now arose from misinterpretation. The
Voo Doo staff should have been told its posi-
tion simply and positively.

Because the Voo Doo management now is
not being adjudged capable of publishing a
magazine, it should be told where it stands.
We cannot hope for a more auspicious future
from this situation if a show-down is not
imminent.

THE READER SPEAKS

To the Editor of The Tech:

Withont doubt, much thought has been given to the
currvent “crisis” over Voo Doo. Certain actions have
been taken by the Institute Committee on this con-
troversy., Just what powers lie at the discretion of
the president of the Institute Committee alone, con-
cerning these actions? What possible results can be
gained by such actions?

We will grant something may have been wrong with
Voo Doo, but we do feel that something is very wrong
with the manner in which the problem has been
handled. Actually, the Institute Commiitee Constitu-
tion grants no power of “resuming control” of any
organization on campus. However, the power to"in-
vestigate is [ully constitutional. From the recent ac-
tions, this power of investigation has been rather cir-
cumvented, in favor of inquisition. Furthermore, the
investigation took the form of a two hour bull session
with Voo Dog, in which facts were omitted, personal
opinion and prejudice substituted. Discussion with
out-siders, however, has been copious and well
solicited.

The raw deal which Veo Doo has been given goes
well into the Institute Committee. A suggestion for
referendum was turned down with the explanation
that:

1. A poll run by the same Institute Commitiee
would he “stuffed and buggered!”

2, Tech students make “flash decisions” when vot-
ing. Ineidentally, the president of this same commit-
iee was elected by a very slim margin of these same
“flash decisionsg™.

The methods of illegally “resuming control” con-
notes the methods being used across the waters.
Decisions have been made, approval asked afterwards.
Illegal appointments made, approval asked afterwards.
In shert, one vote has been allowed, Ju. Wool has
been puiled over the eyes of many of us Tech students,
and the time is ripe for a clean slate,

Frankly, just what is going on behind the scenes?

The question of the legality of the Institute Com-
nittee’s action, raised in the above communication, is
seftled completely in the Constitution of the Under-
ireduate Association, of which the Inst. Comm. is the
leyislative and executive body.

Article IT of the constitution seys: “The purpose of
this orgenization is to . .. exercise such supervision
over the several student activities as will insure that
they are conducted in the best interest of the student
body as e whole and to the credit of the Massechu-
setts Imstitute of Techmology.™ This provision obvi-
vusly grents the power of control over activities ex-
ereised last week. Precedent also supports the action,
similar moves having been made several times in
the past,

With regard to the action of the Institute Com-
mittee in refusing Class A recogniiion to the M. I. T.
Debating Society, I should like to point out that this
decision is unfortunate, not only with regard to the
present case, hut also as a matter of precedent. Such
a refusal to recognize an outstanding organization on
the Insttute Committee seems to put a stigma on
Class B activities which may seriously irhibit their
value to the undergraduate body.
