Interview s by the press or radio are usually one-
sided affairs il which a reporter fires questions at the
man of the hour who tries tactfully to answer or not
to answer the questions. Innterview s for jobs are
emphatically not one-sided unless the interviewer is
poor or the interviewee is unprepared.

To go bacl to our sales analogy, interviews are
nothing more than talks between buyers who are usu-
ally looking for a particular type of man to 111 a
particular job and salesmen who are trying to sell a
particular product for one or more of its best-adapted
uses. The salesman who is prepared is the one with
the best chanlce to sell.

Put Yourself in His Position

One of the best ways for you to find out what the
interviewer wants to know is to put yourself in his
position. Wv'hat would you want to know if you were
hiring a inan for the job you want? How would you
go about finding out the answers? What do inter-
viewers and personnel men write and say about inter-
views?

Remember that the interviewer can find out all the
facts about your scholastic record and many of the
facts concerning your extra-curricular activity from
official sources far better than from your testimony.
Therefore, a good interviewer asks few questions of
fact (which require no thought) and many questions
of opinion (which dQ require thought). He is usually
testing your ability to think, your ability to make
practical application of the theory you have learned,
your ability to handle people, your business judgment,
your r easons for wanting to work for his company, and
your imagination. He will ask you one question while
looking for the answer to another. It is bad business
to answer one of his questions incorrectly because
somewhere in the course of the interview, he is almost
bound to catch you-and no business wants a dishonest,
disloyal, or unreliable man.

To Sum Up

The interview is the last step to getting the Job.
The best preparation for it is good preparation for
the job itself. Know yourself, know the job, and know
the circumstances under which you live. No inter-
viewer or no job for which you are fitted can ask
for more.

Agenda feels that it should be given com-
plete control over the freshman activities
because of their close connection and interest
in that class. However, they oppose any
change in their election methods.

In view of the prevailing arguments by
both sides, we wish to outline a possible or-
ganization that would tend to make a more
efficient organization of Agendas- and also--
fix the responsibility for the freshman-sopho-
more activity, both at Field Day and during
the year.

A,genda should be given full control of
freshman activities in the dormitories. This
would eliminate the Freshman Committee,
Agenda taking over their duties such as they
may be. By this Agenda would also be given
a voting seat on the Dormitory Committee.
Agenda should have a regular budget, run
the freshman dances, handle cases of repri-
mand, bolster dormitory Spirit, and officiate
on Field Day eve.

In order to give continuity, the president
of Agenda should continue as chairman of
the society's freshman relations in a similar
manner that the vice-president of the Junior
class is a member of the freshman council.

Because of these broadened powers, the
members of the class to be represented by
Agenda should have a part in the elections.
Ten members of the freshman class should
be elected by that class at the end of the
second term. These ten would then appoint
five more members of their class. The re-
tiring members of Agenda should be afforded
the opportunity to submit nominations for
the ten elected by the freshman class, further
nominations from the freshman class as a
Brhole being in order.

In this way, one organization of inter-
ested members would be given full control
and responsibility of the freshman relations,
and the class as a whole would have a choice
in its representatives.

However, since only the Institute Comv
mittee or Agenda itself can make any changes
in its constitution, Agenda will have to show
its earnestness in its desire to accomplish
something by giving up a few rights to gain
worthwhile objectives.

As- a direct outcome of the trouble in the

dormitories last Field Day eve, a general
assessment has been levied upon the entire
undergraduate dormitory population to pay
for the damages. In addition to this, Agenda
has been given increased responsibility in the
regulation of the freshmen and further
moves have been made to change its set-up.
The assessment was passed to pay for the
damages and the Agenda changes were made
in an attempt to help break the growing
tendency toward destruction oii Field Day
eve thereby preventing future trouble. Last
night at the Dormitory Committee meeting,
a recommendation was made to have
Agenda's membership pal tially elected by
the freshmen, Sophomores, and Juniors in
light of the increased control granted the
honorary society.

This recommendation' would have five
members of Agenda selected bv the three
undergraduate classes, five by the society it-
self, and five by thle above ten. In this man-
ner, a compromise would be effected to
Agenda which wvants to continue the status
quo in its method of elections and the
Dormitory Committee.

Under the present organization, Agenda is
purely an honorary society, being responsible
only to the Inlstitute Committee. However,
because of the last Field Day rumpus, the
Dormitory Committee voted Agenda further
responsibilities, making it their duty to be
at hand on Field Day eve to help maintain
order. At the same time, all the errands
were to be signed by the upperclassmen giv-
ing, them, the Dormitory Freshlman Commit-
tee chairman or Agenda as a body having the
power .to reject any unreasonable demand.
All errands that would break the law were
prohibited.

Further than this, Agenda technically has
no control over freshman-sophomore rela-
tions, the Dormitory Freshman Committee
having the legal authority. At this point
practice departs from theory. Over a long
period of time, Agenda has built up the
tradition that it is the regulating body in
freshman affairs. In accordance the Fresh-
man Committee his gradually relinquished
its control until at present its main concern
is a brief welcome'and a dormitory freshman
dance in the fall.
