Out of the 2,600 applicanis who
have applied for training under the
program, about 1,000 are expected to
be aceepted. All of the courses are of
collegiate grade, and the general re-
quirements for acceptance inciude
three years schooling in an aceredited
engineering sehool or its equivalent.

This 35 year old scientist has ex-
tended similar studies inte the exact
nature of atmospherie condensation
brocesses in general; that is, the con-
ditions which lead to the formation
of fog. clouds, water droplets and ice
particles in eclouds and hence to icing
on aircraft in flight, His work on the
underlying principles of these phen-
omena and precise measurement of
their characteristics have contributed
substantially to greater exactness in
the science of weather forecasting and
increased safety of air travel
Choice of this honor was made by a
commitiee consisting of Commander
Reichelderfer, Dr. Robert A. Milliken,
Chairman of the Executive Council of
California Institute of Technology;
Dr. Xarl T. Compton, President of the
Massachusetts Institute of Technol-
0gy; Major James H. Doolittle, Presi-
dent of the Institute of the Aeronaut-
ical Sciences; and Lester D, Gardner,
President of the Aeronautical Archives
of the Institute,
The award hounors the memory of
the late Captain Robert M. Losey, a
meteorological officer of the Air Corps,
who was killed, at the age of 31, dur-
ing an air attack at Dombas, Norway.
April 21, 1940, while he was serving
as an official military observer at-
tuched to the United Siates Legation
for Norway and Sweden. He was the
first officer in the service of this gov-
ernment to ‘be killed in the present
European war. A graduate of the
United States Military Academy and
an officer in the Air Corps since
1331, Captain Losey studied meteor-
ology at the California Institute of
Techonology where he received his
Master of Science degree in 1937. He
had made significant and practical in-
novations in methods of weather fore-
tasting, participated most actively in
