Novel Airplane To Be Subject
Of Professor Koppen’s Lecture

To acquaint students of aeronauticg
with one of the most recent develop-
ments in their field, the MI.T. stu-
dent branch of the Institute of Aero-
nautical Sciences is sponsoring a lec-
ture on “The Design of The Skyfarer”
to be given by Professor Otto C.
Koppen of the department of Aero-
nautical Engineering, at 5:00 P.M. to-
morrow in Room 3-270.

The Skyfarer is a new type of plane,
designed by Professor Koppen for the
Bell Aireraft Corporation of Lowell,
Mass. Essentially the plane is a sim-
plified form of the conventional light
airplane, with new features which
make it readily adaptable to pilot
training.

Side By Side Instruction

Unlike most Lwo-place aireraft, the
Skyfarer’s pilot ang passenger it side-

by-side, which allows an instructor

much closer contact with his student,
and permits the student to observe
the instructor's handling of the con-
trols. The removal of the conventiona)
rudder and the substitution of two
vertical tail surfaces insure greater
stability in flight, and the tri-cycle
landing gear eliminates many of the
landing hazard of the more common
two-wheeled device. This is a great
improvement, hecause {wo of the more
difficult problems that confront a stu-
dent pilot are those of taking-off and
landing.

The value of the Skyfarer to our
national defense effort is not yet estab-
lished, but the United States Army is
considering the use of thizs high-wing
monoplane for field artillery observa.
tien. All men who are interesteq in
the progress of aeronautics are inviteqd
by the society to attend Professor
Koppen's lecture.

FINE ARTS AT TECH

The collection of paintings now on exhibit
in the Main Lobby reminds us that periodi-
cally Technology students, being ever cold
scientists, are iambasted about their need for
culture, with its appreciation of the finer
things in life. And, as always, even after
these lectures and bursts of advice, most
Tech men are still too lazy to visit the Boston
museums, to peruse the great works in the
great Public Library, or to attend the sym-
phonies and concerts.

Until just the ¢ther day, fine arts at
Technology, as far as paintings went, was
limited on the most part to innumerable
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portraits of famous, or meneyed men. There-
fore our hats are off to Mr. Watson and the
Museum Committee who had the idea (and
the courage) to exhibit the collection of
paintings now in the lobby of Building 10.
From what we’ve seen, the exhibit has gone
over well and has proven interesting and en-

joyable to those who have seen it. 'Wed like
to see the exhibit or its equivalent continued,
but with the paintings changed periodically.

It wouldn’t be at all out of place to have
attached to each painting a criticism by some
art student, either from the faculty or from
the outside. This added bit would improve
many-fold the exhibition’s value to the Tech
man as a cultural and educational source.
