Memorial, the dormitory parking lot and the Institute. The
only objections we can see to such a transformation are the
destruction of the grass occupying this ground and the possible
breakage of surrounding windows, which probably account for
the present exclusion of students from the ground in question.
The welfare of the grass can be of very little significance because
that grass is to be used as a drill field for R.O.T.C. outdoor drill

beginning April 6.

The big handicap, then, appears to be the danger to which
Institute and dormitory windows will be subjected when Tech-
nology softball teams cavort in that area. The diamonds can
be situated, however, so that foul balls and long flies will land
in harmless territory and so that window breakage will be kept
at 2 minimum. In any event, Beaver Key and Institute officials
should be able to work out a plan whereby funds for any win-
dows which are broken will be provided by either Beaver Key,
the Institute, or both.

Use of the ground between Walker Memorial, the dormi-
tory parking lot and the Institute should be granted to Beaver
Key to facilitate the playing of the regular softball tournament
before the Seniors graduate and to provide fields for tournaments
among the Juniors who will be at school throughout the summer.

ATTEND THE ELECTIONS FORUM

The announcement of nominees for the class offices of the
three undergraduate classes in today’s The Tech should bring to
the minds of Technology students the problem they will face on
election day: that of selecting for their class officers the men best
fitted for the positions.
