T.C.A. Drive
Needs $1705

Students May Donate
Today And Tomorrow

“Since tomorrow will be the last
day of the T.C.A. Drive, we hope
that every person connected with
the Institute, who hasn’t already
done so, will make some contribu-
tion today or tomorrow,” said Wil-
llam C. Krutzsch, ’45, publicity
manager of the drive.

As of midnight Wednesday, $2,035
had been collected; $436 coming
from commuters, $634 coming from
dormitory residents, and the re-
maining $965 being contributed by
members of the various fraterni-
ties. This is still some $1,705 short
of the $3,7740 which the Christian
Association has set for a goal. Only
$223 was contributed towards the
World Student Service Fund, while
$289 was ccllected for the Amer-
ican Red Cross.

The faculty and corporation have
responded very well, Krutzsch said,
having donated about %700 up to
noon yesterday. This is somewhat
more than was received from this
group during the same number of
days last year.

Desks where contributions may
be made are located in the lobby
of Building 10, where a photo ejec-
tric cell operated sign is located to
attract attention, and in Building
2. Mr. Willlam Jackson, of the In-
formation Office, has placed a
blackboard sign in the Lobby of
Buiiding 7, on which is written the
following slegan: “Praise the Lord,
and pass the contribution. Your
T.CA. is calling.”

O October 29, the M.I.T. Debai-
ing Society won a debate from Mid-
dlebury College on the sukject,
“Resolved, that Congress should
regulate by law the use of patents
in order to eliminate patent car-
tels,” The team from Technology,
George M. Musgrave, 43, and John
L Hummer, 43, presented the nega-
tive case, while John Calhoun and
John Unterecker, from Middiebury,
argued in favor of the resolution.
The judge, Rev, W. H. Gysan, listed
as the two best speakers, John Cal-
houn and John L. Hummer, and
said that he awarded his decision
mainly because of the failure of
the Middlebury team to present an
acceptable definition of “patent
cartels.” An sudience of tweniy
people witnessed the contest,

The Debating Society will hold
debates simuvltaneously at Williams
College and at Technology on No-
vember 13, on the subject, “Re-
solved, that the United Nations
should establish a permanent union
with power to tax and reguiate in-
ternational commerce, to maintain
a police force, to settle interna-
tienal disputes and to enforce such
settlements, and to provide for ad-
mission of other nations which ac-
cept the prineiples of the union.”

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A SELL OUT

chase blocks ot tickets for speculative purposes only.

The Class of 1944 is ingeed fortunate in being assured of a
full house for the big social event of its Junior year. Its commit-
tee will now be able to make plans and expenditures with the
certainty that they can be carried out pronitably. At the same
ume, the committee can make full use ot the entire income from
the dance; there will be no last munute rush for tickets and con-
sequently no returns that will come in too late vo be used ad-
vantageously in dance plans,

On the other hand, the coming Junior Prom may be de-
faced by the selfishness of a few students who are trying to make
a little pin money on the resale of Prom tickets to their unfoz-
tunate classmates who neglected to buy early. In an attempt to
prevent unfair ticket “‘scalping”, the junior Prom committee is
asking that ail holders of extra tickets return them to the com-
muttee so that they may be sold at the regular price. We hope
that the commitree is as successful in this endeavor as they were
in their original function.

EARLY ELECTIONS

Technology’s accelerated program has caused a bit of un-
certainty in undergraduate life at the Institute by graduating
the Class of 1943 one semester ahead of schedule and conse-
quently leaving the student body without an experienced Senior
Class during that period. Under the regular curricula and
schedule of activities” elections, the retiring undergraduate Jead-
ers remained at the Institute for a semester after their departure
from office and acted as an unofficial advisory council to the new
officials who are usually uninitiated in handling the responsibili-
ties of their new positions.

This year, however, the Seniors leave in February, the same
month that most of the new activity leaders take office. Senior
Class officers including the President of the Undergraduate As-
sociation will also be leaving so that the Institute Committee will
inherit a new President. All of these men will step into their

recently-acquired positions with no experience or knowledge
of their duties if the old schedule of elections is followed.

It is apparent, then, that if the new men are to become ac-
quainted with their new jobs under the supervision of their pred-
ecessors, they must be elected some time before February. At
the same time, the 1944 Institute Committee must be assembled
in its entirety so that the Executive Committee can be selected
to begin its all-important reign.

An early election of undergraduate leaders would also free
the hard-pressed Seniors from any extra-curricular worries they

may have and leave them unobstructed to apply the finishing
touches to their thesis and schoolwork.

Boy’s Workers

Expand Program
With Aid Of Girls

More interest than ever before
is being shown in 'T.C.A. Boy's Work
this year, and consequently more
work is expected to be accom-
plished than in any previcus year,
About thirty freshmen have volun-
ieered to date. Technology student
workers, under Director Wendell
Davis, 43, lead more than 100
groups in 27 Greater Boston settle-
ment houses.

Leaders give instruction and help
in many fields, including general
science, hiking, discussion groups,
scouting, and other types of pro-
jects, Last year another new phase
of social endeavor was introduced,
that of teaching under—privilegeci

boys to pass crew and helmsman
iests In a course nearly identical
with that regularly given to Tech-
nology students at the Nautical
Association pavilion., This was one
of the most popular of the projects
with the youngsters, as might well
be expected. It is planned to carry
on a similar program this year.

Female Club Leaders Inaugurafed

" However, boys are not the only
youngsters who need leadership. In
previous years a great need existed
for girls to fill the inadequate sup-
ply of female club leaders. Conse-
quently, Sidney ¥. Atlas, 43, and
two other Boys' Workers went to
Wheaton and Wellesley in order to
recruit students fto fill the wide-
spread need. Many girls from sur-
rounding colleges, principally Wel-
iesley, are now leading groups in
collaboration with T.C.A. Boy's
Wworkers. Athletics, drama, cook-
ery, sewing, and model plane build-
ing for civilian defense spotters are
taught by the enthusiastic co-eds.

A feature of this year's social
work are several co-ed groups, each
led by a boy and a girl, which help
mixed groups of teen-age young-
sters to work and play together in
wholesome recreation and benefi-
cial work. Much natural timidity
is eliminated, leaders hailing this
as an important development in
child psychology. Athleties, games,
dancing, drama, and other activities
possible only with mixed groups are
incorporated into the program.

Davis believes that in carrying
on these activities, Boy's Workers
are forming a favorable public opin-
ion of Technelogy, and that Boys’
Work is an ideal way for Institute
students to participate in commun-
ity affairs.

With increased juvenile delin-
quency due to the turbulence pro-
duced by the war, there is an even
more crying need for settlement
workers, Now there are even fewer
leaders available than ever before,
the depletion being due to war in-
dustries and the armed services.
T.C.A. workers are of increased im-
portance this year, filling one of
the community’s most urgent
needs. Because of this from 75 to
100 workers are needed in addition
to the already expanded supply of
100 leaders, according to Matthew
M. Shapiro, '45, one of the leaders
in the Boy’s Work Division. »

Boy’'s Work Not a Burden

However, in spite of the social
services performed, T.C.A. workers
themselves have plenty of fun, as
they themselves have demonstrated
by their enthusiasm. The Ieaders
¢ive only two hours of their time
weekly, this night being spent at
some Cambridge or Boston settle-
ment house. Most workers give
more time than this.

Since its institution several years
ago, the T.C.A. Boy's Work Division
has been serving the community in
a variety of ways. Besides the
regular boy's groups, $1,000 is an-
nually expended for the purpose of
sending about 100 underprivileged
youngsters to summer camp. This
gives welcome relief to young city
dwellers from urban congestion
and unfavorable health conditions.
With increased wartime impor-
tance, boy’s work promises to be
of even more prominence in the
commuttity,

" For Boys

... at the moment your columnist
is duly meditating on a new turn
of events as concerning entertain-
ment at Technology.
