Four Faculty
Members Plan

July Retirement

Dean MacCornack,
Professor Langley
Included In Group

The retirement of four prominent
members of the faculty of the In-
stitute, effective at the end of the
academic year on July 1, was an-
nounced today by Dr. Karl T. Comp-
ton, president of the Institute, They
are Professor Walter R. MacCor-
nack, Dean of the School of Archi-
tecture; Professor Ernest F. Lang-
ley, Head of the Department of Mod-
ern Languages; Professor Floyd E.
Armstrong of the Department of
Economics, and Roy G. Burnham,
Instructor in the Section of Graph-
ics. i

Dean MacCornack became head
of the School of Architecture in
1932 upon the retirement of Dean
william Emerson. He has been ap-
pointed an honorary lecturer and
after his retirement will devote him-
self to a continuation of his activi-
t1es for post-war reconstruction and
the development of a national policy
for training architects to meet the
exacting demands of the future.
Dean MacCornack is widely known
as an authoerity on the design of
school and college buildings. As a
member of the Board of Education
of Cleveland, Ohio, some years ago,
he participated in the development
of a $40000,000 school building pro-
gram, and another of his important
projects was the Southern School
Ruilding and Industrial College Pro-
eram of the Julius Rosenwald Fund.

Knox College Gradaate

Dean MacCornack was educated
at Knox Academy and EKnox Col-
lege at Galesburg, Ili., and was grad-
uated from the Institute’s School of
Architecture in 1903. During his
distinguished career he has con-
tributed in many important ways to

To Speak Here

Captain In Red Army
Will Talk Wednesday

Captain Orest Shevtsov of the
Russian Army will hold a speech
on “Student Life in Soviet Russia”
on Wednesday, April 19, at 4:(0
P.M. in Room 1-190, He will be intro-
duced by Professor Norbert Wiener.
Captain Shevstov Will speak in Rus-
sian, and Dr. Paul Anderson will act
as his interpreter.

Captain Shevstov, {wenty-five
years old, studied chemistry at the
Government University of Moscow.
He specialized in the chemistry of
petroleum, and did some research
on raising the octane number of
cerfain benzines by the use of
catalysts. When the war began he
left his studies and joined the army,
being put in charge of a group of
shipers. He was seriously wounded
during the battle of Moscow, when
he was in command of a full squad-
ron of men. He was later wounded
a second and third time, and was
then chosen to come to the United

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|.F.C. PAN-AMERICANISM

At the last meeting of the Interfraternity Conference
the suggestion was brought up that the Latin-American House
be admitted to the Conference. It was promptly laughed
down, and ignored on the grounds that the House had not been
in existence for two years, a requisite for membership 2ccording
to the LF.C. constitution.

The LF.C. might not have acted as it did if its members
had fully comprehended the situation better. They undoubtedly
acted in good faith but by no means completely understood
the motivations of the students they were dealing with. An
open-minded investigation of the group might fead the LE.C.
to change its decision in part. .

The Latin-American House was founded last November
by a group of South American students. It is run along much
the same lines as a fraternity, but the South American students,
who have never had any experience with fraternities, are anxious
to learn more of the details of fraternity organization, those
less obvious to outsiders. They would like to participate in
Institute sports, and other activities.

The Interfraternity Conference could assist them in this,
even by only letting them attend meetings. Should they be
left to develop as best they may, in no way connected with
the 1.F.C., when the two years have past they may well have
developed along other lines, and the LE.C. will have lost a
potential member. This could be a serious loss, for the Latin-
American House will not lose men to the draft, and may become
powerful if it continues to grow at its present rate. It is only
common sense that the LE.C. should aid and direct the develop-

‘ment of the Latin-American House.

Not only is it common sense, but it is also common courtesy.
We are, in a way, hosts to the South American students, and
as such we have been neglecting our duties. They have come
to the Institute with good-neighbor feeling, Pan-Americanism,
and the expectancy of cooperation. Instead of being greeted

.with the same feelings they have been totally ignored, so that

they are forced to organize their own house, and devise ways
of publicizing it.

Their organization, with assistance and supervision, can
develop into a fine and important body at the Institute, and
an important part of the LF.C. They have the ambition, they
have the ability. May we humbly suggest that they be given
the assistance, the opportunity?

the education and training of archi-
tects. He has been a lecturer in
architecture at various universities
and during his years in Cleveland
he gave a course of lectures on pro-
fessional practice at the Cleveland
School of Architecture at Western
Reserve University.

Professor Langley, who has been
head of the Institute’s Department
of Modern Languages since 1839, is
a native of Toronto, Canada. He
was graduated from the University
of Toronto in 1894, and in 1900 re-
ceived the degree of master of arts
at Harvard, where in 1909 he was
awarded the degree of doctor of
philosophy. He also carried on ad-
vance studies at the universities of
Paris, Leipzig, Heidelberg, and In-
stituto @i Studi Superiori in Flor-
ence, Italy.

Instructed at Harvard

From 1896 to 1904 Professor Lang-
ley was an instructor at Dartmouth
College, and continued as an assist-
ant professor there from 1904 to
1610, when he joined the staff of the
Institute as Professor of Romance
Languages. Between 1925 and 1930
Professor Langley was a Lecturer of
Romance Languages at Harvard
College.

Professor Langley is a member
of the Modern Language Association
of America, the New England Mod-
ern  Language Assoclation, the
Dante Sociely of America, Soclete
des textes Francais Modernes, Paris;
Association of Teachers of Iialian,
tarvard Musical Association, and
the American Academy. In 1937
he was elected president of the
M.IT. branch of the American As-
sociation of University Professors.
He is the author of “The Exfant
Repertory of the Rarly Sicilian
Poets,” and has edited many ofher
works.

Rural Schools Superintendent

A native of Michigan, Professor
Armstrong was eduncated at the pub-
lie schools of Gladwin and Bay City
high school. He taught for three
yvears in rural schools and served

|
in 1911 Professor Armstrong en-g
tered the Michigan State Normal
College, and the following year
transferred to the University of

Michigan, where he received the
degree of bachelor of arts in 1914,
and his master’s degree in arfs in
1916. While carrying on his gradu-
ate work in economiecs and law, he
served as an insfructor in econom-
ics. He joined the staf¥ of the
Institute in 1916 as an assistant
professor, was promoted to Asso-
ciate - Professor of Political Econ-
omy in 1919 and to professor in
1926. He has lectured at Boston,
Harvard, and Northeastern Univer-
sities. In 1928 he was granted a
leave-of-absence for a year for travel
around the world.

Mr. Burnham, a native of Essex,
Mass, was graduated from the In-
stitute with the degree of bacheler
of sclence in 1900. He joined the
staff of the Institute in the De-
partment of Mechanical Engineer-
ing in 1902 as a teacher of mechan-
ical drawing and became an In-
structor in Mechanical Engineering
in 1804, serving to 1935, when he
was appointed an Instructor in
Drawing. He has served as a mem-.
ber of the teaching staff of the
Lowell Institute School for forty
years and has also been an exam-
ining aid to the Civil Service Com-
missioner of Massachusetts.
