Delta Tau Delta,

| Robbed Last Week

Last Friday morning at approx-
imately 4:30 A. M. a thief broke into
the Sigma Nu and Delta Tau Delta
Houses on 8t. Paul Street in Brook-
line, The thief entered completely
undetected and was able to escape
with money and watches totaling
around $500.00 in value.
