Dear Sir:

In the last issue of The Tech there appeared an editorial
concerning the Walker Dining Service. It is felt by a large
number of dormitory residents that this editorial was one-sided.
Their belief is that the prices of Walker food items are too high
and that the quality (being a loose term generally construed to
refer to palatability and preparation of the food with no com-
ments on the “raw materials” as originally purchased) leaves
things to be desired.

Last Monday in its effort to arrive at a solution to this prob-
lem, the Dormitory Committee consummated its plans for the
reorganization of a sub-committee to confer with the manage-
ment of the Walker Dining Service. At its first meeting on
Wednesday of this week a large number of suggestions regarding
individual food items were brought up and discussed. Mr.
Bridges expressed the desire of the Dining Service to improve
its service in all ways possible and welcomed the suggestions of
the committee. Already as a result of this meeting several im-
provements have been made e.g., reduction of price of fruit
juices and bacon, and return of french fried potatoes to the
menu.

The active interest of dormitory residents on this matter is
a good sign and through the sub-committee which meets with
the Dining Service management at regular intervals, further
suggestions can be discussed as the need arises. In this way
official action can be taken and the probability of obtaining
remedial measures is greatly increased.
