Enrollment Decreases

From July 1943 Record

Two thousand and sixty-four stu-
dents were enrolled for the fall

term of the Institute’s T9th acad-

emic year as of Monday, November
6. This is far be'ow the record-
breaking enrollment of July, 1943,
when there was a civilian enroll-
ment of 1500 and a service enroll-
ment of 2000, a total of 3500.

A breakdown of the figures shows
that there are 493 freshmen, 314
Sophomores, 554 Juniors, 373 Sen-
iors, and 330 Graduates. Of this
number, over 800 are Navy V-12 stu-
dents.

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CORRECTING A SITUATION

The Class of 6-45 is faced with an unusual situation
occasioned by the departure from the Institute of Gerald L.
MacKinnon, Jr., and Robert B. Hildebrand, leaving that class
without a President or Vice-President. In situations of this
type the undergraduate constitution empowers the executive
committee of the class to make appointments to fill the vacan-
cies. In this case it was decided that in view of the importance
of the offices it would be in keeping with democratic principles
to hold a class election to fill the positions.

However commendable this action may be, its entire pur-
pose will be defeated if the Class of 6-45 does not turn out
in force at the polls. ¥ only a small number of men vote
the election will be nothing more than an appointment, the
very situation the election was intended to avert. This election
calls for considerable thought on the part of members of the
class and a large turnout at the polls to insure the democratic
election of the best men.

~ In the future it would be advisable to amend the class
constitution so that the sections covering appointments and
elections will be clarified in regard to situations of the sort
which now faces the Class of 6-45.
" Similar situations might also be avoided if candidates made
sure of their availability before they ran for office. Men are
expected to run for office to serve their class, not for the honor
and prestige the office gives them. They are not being fair
to the members of their class if they run for office with the

knowledge that, if elected, they may be unable to fulfil their

obligations.
