Compton Discloses
lnstitute's Extensive Plans
For Postwar Development
Dormitory Comm.
Officers Elected

Dr. Rabi, Member of Research Staff,
Wins Nobel Prize In Nuclear Physics -

Dr. Isador I. Rabi, a member of
the staff of the radiation laboratory
at the Institute, has been awarded
the Nobel Prize for his outstanding
work on the nucleus of the atom.
A large cash award comes with the
prize.

Although he has not received the
exact details of the award, Dr. Rabi
knows that it was made for the
progress he has made in advancing
the knowledge of the nucleus of the
atom. He has devoted his life to
this type of research since 1931 and
feels that an understanding of the
forces of the nucleus may revolu-
tionize our lives as completely as
has electricity. Dr. Rabi declared
that there was no background of
science in his family.

Was On Columbia Faculty
Before entering the radiation

laboratory, Dr. Rabi was a member
of the faculty of Columbia Univer-
sity, doing teaching and research
work. He came to the Institute with
many other top-ranking scientists
to attempt to beat the Nazis in the
war of science. After the war is
over, Dr. Rabi plans to return to

his work on nuclear forces.
One of the achievements for

which he was awarded the Nobel
Prize is the invention of new meth-
ods for studying the nucleus of the
atom; these methods are :a million
times as sensitive as those previ-
ously available. These methods
make use of radio waves, and can
be used to measure the motion,
magnetic strength, and the shape
and size of the nucleus. The results
of experiments making use of them
have been used to draw important
conclusions as to the nature of the
nuclear forces.

New Forces Are Still Mystery
The nature of these forces is one

of the problems which has a great
attraction for scientists today.
These forces are very large but are
quite different from electrical and
magnetic forces in that they are
much stronger and have a shorter
range. The exact nature of these
forces is still a mystery, however.

Dr. Rabi graduated from Cornell
in 1919, engaged in graduate work
there, and received his Ph. D. from
Columbia.

Broad New Research
Program Is Outlined;
New Library Planned

Broad plans for the development
of special research laboratories, for
the expansion of Institute housing,
recreational and library facilities,
and for the handling of increased
post-war registration were outlined
by President Karl T. Compton in his
annual report to the Corporation.
Dr. iCompton emphasized the imme-
diate development of laboratories
for intensive study in electronics
and new methods of propulsion, in-
cluding gas turbines and jet en-
gines. Establishment of a division
of food technology was another pro-
ject disclosed in the comprehensive
plan.

In announcing plans for a far-
reaching expansion of Technology
facilities, Dr. Compton stressed the
need for additional student housing
facilities. Included in the plans are
dormitory units, a second Student
House, and living facilities for
women students. Dr. Compton also
recommended the construction of a

DEVELOPMENT
Recognizing that the post-war years will impose new prob-

lems, President Karl T. Compton has announced a plan of
development for the Institute. In it he has shown a realization
that the existing facilities and program of the Institute, though
among the best in the country, can still be improved to cope
with'what lies ahead. Perhaps the best thing about the plan
is that its provisions have already been taken in hand and that
the full development of the program awaits only, the return
of peace.

In including in his program a widespread. expansion of
housing facilities, Dr. Compton has taken a big step toward
filling a need long felt about the Institute. The proposal to
build new' dormitories and operate them on the "house" plan
will go a long way to alleviate the housing problem and to
create a congenial atmosphere. In the construction of these
new units, including the proposed new library, there is an op-
portunity to increase the beauty of the campus if the crowding
together of these buildings is avoided.

In the academic field the proposals set out in Dr. Compton's
report have also been excellent. New and better laboratory
facilities will enable students to learn, in addition to funda-
mental principles, the new developments in their particular
fields. Many developments will be made here at the Institute
and can be taught, with the aid of the most modern facilities,
directly to the students. This practice would enable the Insti-
tute to send its graduates out better equipped than ever before.
