Last term there was a good deal of agitation for recogni-
tion " by the Institute Committee of the various professional
societies which operate at the Institute. Eventually, the Com-
bined Professional Societies was formed and accorded recognition
as a Class A activity.

;.. ‘When this recognition was accorded it was expected that
- Ehe organization would immediately become active and elect
officers and a representative to the Institute Committee. This
has not been done. The main reason for the failure of the
organizition seems to be a lack of cooperation between the
individual professional societies. It appears that these organi-
zations have either lost interest in the scheme or else they are
afraid that, by combining with the other societies, they will
fose their individual autonomy.

The Combined Professional Societies was not conceived as
an organization to take control over the individual societies,
but rather as a cooperative organization to represent the soci-
eties in their dealings with other organizations and to promote
better relations between its member groups. Some of the soci-
eties apparently are adverse to sacrificing a little individual
autonomy for the good of the group as a whole.

If the professional societies were not prepared to support
a combined organization, why was such a group formed in the
ficst place? It is about time that the professional societies got
together and put the Combined Professional Societies on a
strong operational basis or else declared the whole venture a
