This is primarily due to the fact that the coaches
a?d players have worked for good teams for the love of the sport
alone.

It is pretty disheartening to a player to see his opponents
cheered on by a whole gallery of spectators while only a mere
‘handful of students turn out to watch his efforts on behalf of his
team and his school.
