2,700 Register
For This Term
Last Monday

Enrollment Decreases
Slightly From Record
Number Of Last July

Over twenty-seven hundred stu-
dents were enrolled for the spring
term of the Institute's 78th aca-

demic year as of Wednesday,
March 8. This number includes

army, navy, and civilian students,

and is slightly less than the pre-
war enrollment of about three

thousand.
A breakdown of the figures re-

veals that there are over 900 Navy
V-12 students, over 500 A.S.T.P. stu-

dents, and 1294 civilian undergrad-

uate and graduate students now
enrolled at the Institute. This is
far below the record-breaking en-
rollment of July, 1943, when there

was a civilian enrollment of 1500

and a service enrollment of 2000,

a total of 3500.

111 Freshmen Enrolled

Of the civilian students, 111 are
first year students, 351 are second

year, 220 are third year, 183 are

fourth and fifth year, and 429 are

Igraduate students. All undergrad-
ulates are taking courses directly

connected with the war, and all

graduates are either teaching or_

Admiral Cochrane |
Tells Of Navy's I
Huge Expansion|
"By the end of this year the

strength of our fighting fleets will
be equal to that of all other na-
tions combined." This startling in-
dication of America's capacity to
deliver the goods was revealed by
Rear Admiral Edward I.. Cochrane,
Chief of the Bureau of Ships, U. S.
[Navy, in his Military Address del-
ivered to Technology's C~lass of
1944 at the graduation exercises on
February 28. He also stated his
belief that "the maintenance of that i
relative strength in the postwar pe-}
riod is our surest guaranty of some-
thing approaching world peace."e

|Admiral Cochrane said that since
July 1940, when Congress authorized
the building of a two-ocean Navy,
expansion has been so rapid that
our Navy's many fleets, when com-
pleted, 'Swill be strong enough to
cover the five oceans and the seven
seas." In 1943, he revealed, one
ifand one-half million tons of fighting
ships, as well as two million tons of
|auxiliary vessels and other support-
ing craft, were delivered to the
|fleet. This, he said, "is the answer
to those who comforted themselves
with the conviction that a demo-
|cracy could not function effectively
|in time of war."

|Combat Experience Valuable

|Admiral Cochrane also stated
|that the lessons learned from the
Iburning< and sinking of such ships
Was the Ur.S.S. Lexington, Hornet,
|Quincy, and Vincennes, have led
to important improvements in the
field of fire protection and control.

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PRECEDENTS
The entire undergraduate association is in a state of flux

and many changes must be made to meet the new conditions
which we find thrust upon us from month to mnonth. It is very
easy to thoughtlessly establish, by; single unintentional acts,
precedents which will weigh heavily against our successors in
various activities and on the different committees. These prece-
dents must not be allowed to establish themselves and should
they already be established they should be ceased immediately
in the interests of the undergraduates as a whole.

It ,appears that a situation of this sort came about on the
occasion of the Sophomore Pr om. That the dance wras not going
to be a financial success was evident to the committee about
a week before the dance. One of the members of the committee
thereupon invited the V-12 ships' company to enter the dance
as guests, i. e., without paying the ticket price. This was a nice
gesture on the part of the committee members in that they
thought that they were repaying the unit for the help that it
had been to the bigger dances to date.

W~hen the time of the Senior Ball drew near one of the
ships' company broached Langdon Flowers as to when he was
go0,ing to receive his ticket to the affair. Flowers, taken aback
by this turn of affairs, stated that it was not his personal affair
but that he wrould refer it to the committee. This occurrence
proved that the ships' company had already assumed this ticket-
givin mater to be tradition because the seaman in question,
having not been here for any previous dances, could only have
gotten this idea from the men who had been granted free admit-
tance at the Sophomore Prom.

At the next meeting of the Senior Week Committee the
committee's attention was called to this matter and a heated
discussion followed. The result was that, with a majority of the
committee members in the V- 12 unit, the committee by a narrow
margin approved the free admittance of the chiefs to the Senior
Ball.

The Senior Week Committee obviously did not consider
the consequences of their actions in relation to future dance
committees. They cheerfully, invited members of the ships'
company because, as one of the members argued, "'I feel that
my chief has done a lot f or me and I owe him something in
return." Granted the chiefs and officers of the unit have done
a lot f or many individual members of the unit but this is cer-
tainly not the way to repay these personal debts. The clas
of dance committees are elected by the members of their ls
aind they are running a dance whih if itlssmnyoead
above the bond posted by the committee members, detracts from
the class treasury. No navy student contributes to the under-
graduate association and therefore since he has not contributed
anything to the class treasury he has no right to take anything
out to repay personal debts, social or otherwise.

Wke invite prominent members of the faculty to come as
guests and chaperones. We invtite many of the officers to attend
because we enjoy having them. If we are going to invite the
ships' company because they have done a little for us during
their stay in V-12 then we certainly should invite the entire
faculty and instructing staff, because they have done more for us
,along the lines of our main purpose here than any member of
the ships' conipany ha's ever done.ouhetfr,

Last Wednesday afternoon in the
Boston Garden sixteen, schoolboy
basketball teams from Eastern Mas-
sachusetts provided about eight
hours of basketball to more than
70-00 fans in the official opening of
the nineteenth annual Tech Tour-
nament which was begun and has
been directed since 1926 by Henry
McCarthy, coach of the Beaver
quintet. The elimination tournament
has been split up into Class A and
Class B divisions, and will continue
until tomorrow night when the fin-
als of the two classes will be played
off.

The tourney, which for the past
decade has been the highlight of
schoolboy basketball in Massachu-
setts, was nearly thrown in the
wastebasket this year because there
was no court available. Cousens
Gym at Tufts was the home of the
affair last year, but that site was
not available this year,

Garden Available
Any hope -that the tournament

would move into North Station was
a veryr dim hope in January. And
at that time Mr. McCarthy was
about the only one who was sure
that the tradition would not be
broken. When the Garden floor
was opened to the schoolboys, "Mae"
became quite excited. "It's the
greatest thing that ever happened
for these kids," he gasped. "I never
dreamed that those boyrs would ever
get into the Garden."

The tournament itself is con-
ducted on a completely non-profit
basis.

The first tournament was an-
nounced in February, 1926, open only
to "bona fide highschools in Eastern
Massachusetts." The site of the
tourney was the old Hangar Gym
here at Tech, which was the home
of the play-offs for sixteen years;
