Shown In Bldg. 10

The M.IT. Museum has extended
its series of exhibits with a display
on modern design now appearing in
the lobby of Building Ten.

Is The Oldest In United Statesg

One, of the outstanding places of
interest in the Institute is the
Arthur Rotch Architectural Library.
Founded in 1869, the library is the
oldest of its type in the United
States, although it is not the larg-
est. It serves as a museum as well
as a reference library, with approxi-
mately one-third of its collection
being books, one-third photographs,
and one-third miscellaneous articles
including textiles, pamphlets and
slides.

The library is indebted to former
professors and students, as well as
to many other architects, who have
given valuable collections. Notable
among these are:

The Goodhue Library—this was
placed in the library by the family
cf Goodhue, famed architect who
designed the Nebraska State Capi-
tol.

The Bullfinch Collection—donated
by the Massachusetts architect who
designed the Massachusetts State
House and many other Boston build-
ings. Of his large collection of
drawings only four are now in the
library, as the others are stored in
the Library of Congress for safe-
keeping. Many of the architect’s
books are included in this collection.
