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Pref. Norman J. Padelford, who is
to speak before the Combined Pro-
fessional Societies on August 1 on
the San Francisco Conference, in
an interview with a reporter from
The Tech gave some interesting
sidelights on his part tin the'work
done ,a;t the momentous conference.

Serving for two monaths at San
Francisco, Dr. Padelford was orig-
inally a member of the Interna-
tional Secret.ariat serving as one of
the five Executive Officers of the-
Conference. His duties entailed
makring arrangements for the ad-
ministration and organization of
all phases of the conference. This
involved supervision of the issuance
of all documents, reports, proposals
and amendments. As his tasks en-
volved liaison work with the dele-
gates, he came in constant contact
with Prime Ministers, Ambassadors,
and Foreign Ministers who were
serving as delegation heads.

In addition to this, Dr. Padelford
was the imm.ediate assistant .to the
President of Commission IV, one
of the four commissions-set up at
the conference. Commission ]IV
handled the problems dealing with
the World Court and all legal ques-
tions coming before the Conference.
The President of ,Commission Four
was Dr. Parra-Pdrez, the Foreign
Minister of Venezuela, land a lead-
ing jurist of our time.

Dr. Padelford was,. furthermore,
the Secretary of the Advisory Com-
mittee of Jurists wrhich did much of
the final dratfing of 'the Charter.

As executive officer of the Con-
ference he attended all meetings Of
the Conference, even the secret
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subcommittee meetings in which
most of the :work on the Charter
was done.

As is obvious, Dr. Padelford'stated
that his job was far from being a
picnic. His average working day
was 17 hours long; -even on Sundays
he was obliged -to devote ,as much
as :6 hours to his duties; and he
said that toward the closing days
of the Conference he at one time
had to work 22 hours without a
break.

With regard to the Conference it-
self, Dr: Padelford said, "The Con-
ference was a great demonstration
of unity, purpose, anid friendly coi-
laboration on the part of the na-
tions represented there. It was
conducted under Democraltic 'au-
spices, every decision being taken
by -a two-thirds majority vote. No
question- was taken-from the com-
mittee to be decided upon by the
great powers alone.

"Every proposal by a nation, great
or small, was equally -open to criti-
cism, debate, amendment and de-
cision by the Conference as a whole.
Small countries who owed their
liberation and very'existence to the
war effort of the great powers were
perfectly free -to oppose-and criticise
