Gilliland Speaks
Before Tau Bates

Topic Is Government's
War Rubber Program

Prof. Edwin R. Gilliland, acting
Dean of Engineering and former
Assistant Director of the govern-
ment’s rubber program, spoke on
production problems encountered
in the program at the Tau Beta Pi
initiation banquet held Tuesday at
the Smith House. The national
honorary engineering fraternity
initiated eight new members.

In a lecture which was illustrated
with slides, Prof. Gilliland empha-
sized the part played in the syn-
thetic rubber industry by new types
of automatic control mechanisms,
which enabled a few highly-trained
men to operate a huge manufac-
turing plant. He prophesied a good
future for certain types of synthetic
rubbers even after natural rubber
again becomes available in large
guantities, and saw the probability
of continued large-scale research on
the part of the major rubber pro-
ducers.

An essay on “Integrity,” by Roger
Bart, 2-46, won the $5.00 award for
the best pledge theme submitted
during the recent initiation.
