If the
activities are to survive these trying years, theyneed the support
of the entire student body--support which at present is con-
spicuous by its absence.

The success of these moves has been evidenced by the
greatly increased attendance at recent sports events and activi-
ties meetings. The A. A. has undertaken to print a schedule
of the term's sports events and the Walker Memorial_.Committee
has started to maintain a bulletin board announcing the events
of the week. Continuation and expansion of these programs
will do much to stimulate student interest in sports and activities.
