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LIBERAL EDUCATION AGAIN
The Tech has been running in the past few issues several

of the many letters received concerning the part of the Institute
in liberalizing the program of the students. The original edi-
torial brought out our Contention that the technical Fide of
our education was being overemphasized in the Institute to the
detriment of the equally important side of school life exemplified
in liberal courses as well as in activities.

The letters have divided -themselves into two main classes:
those that desired to be left alone to get their education as they
wished and those that supported the idea of planning the educa-
tion to maintain a balance between conflicting interests. Both
points of view, needless to say, deserve serious consideration.
The problem is one that increasingly occupies the time of men
devoted to furthering educational needs. It is, though, a
personal problem, and the old phrase about leading the horse
to water and not making him drink applies here. With the
best-planned program nothing can be done to convince a man
that he needs the subjects that he does not himself consider
valuable. If anything can be done it is only to point out the
benefits of both sides of the question and allow the student to
do his best within the framework established.

This plan does not exclude the leading of the student into
points of view with which he is not yet familiar. In many cases
Lile St-Ud'ann is no- An"l,11t d11>1 ng to mnnke the sound decisiona
on which a good deal of his future life depends.

Scholarships Are Awarded
To M.I.T. By Foundrymen

Northeastern Confers
Erng. D. For Research

Dr. Edwin R. Gilliland, Professor
of Chemical Engineering, received
an honorary degree last Saturday,
October 2, 1948, when Northeastern
University awarded him an honor-
ary Eng.D. at a convocation in ob-
servance of their fiftieth anniver-
sary.

Professor Gilliland, who has been
with the Chemical Engineering De-
partment for the past 14 years, was
the first recipient of the Leo Hen-
drik Baekland award in 1845 for
achievement in pure or industrial
chemistry by an American chemist
lunder 40.

Residents Of Eight
States Must Return
Hlome To Cast Vote

Harvard Crimson -Student res-

idents of eight states cannot vote
in the coming Presidential elections
unless they go back home on No-
vember 2. Men from twenty other
states cannot vote if they fail to
register in their home state before
the deadline.

The eight states that do niot allow
absentee voting are: Florida, Louisi-
ana, Maryland, Missouri, New Jer-
sey, New Mexico, Pennsylvania, and
South Carolina.

-Residents of the following twenty
states must register i person
before their local board to be
permitted the absentee ballot:
Alabama, Connecticut, Delaware,
Georgia, Illinois, Inadiana, Kansas,
Kentucky, Maine, Michigan, Mis-
sissippi, New York, North Carolina,
Ohio, Rhode Island, Utah, Vermont,
Virginia, Washington, and Wyom-
ing.
