An estimated four to five hundred people heard the talk on
“The Task of the Listener” last Wednesday evening in Room
10-250 by the noted author-lecturer, Dr. S, I. Hayakawa. Orig-
inally scheduled to be held in Room 1-190, this lecture hall was
found to be entirely inadequate, and at the last minute the lec-
ture was switched to Room 10-250, which was soon completely

filled.
The affable, young—lookmg

author of Language in Actiomn,
5 hook which did much to make
popular the study of semantiecs,
gave a cne hour talk and discus-
sion of semantic principles and the
importance of the proper use of
words on our present day civiliza-
tion. Dr. Hayakawa divides the
kinds of meaning which words can
eonvey into four general classifi-
cations—informative, systemlie, di-
rective, and evaluative. With the
tremendous word deluge which
confronts the individual today, one
must leam to classify statements
accurately info their proper place.
One way, says Dr. Hayakawa, is to
make cerfain that we talk sense
purselves,

Far-Reaching Implications

One of the most far-reaching
implications of semanties can comie
sbout through freeing our minds
from the delusions which improper
knowledge and use of language
have caused. Proper use of lan-
guage and its effect on accurate
communication cannot be over-
emphasized. “The only seitling of
human conflict by means other
than communication is by means
of force, and,” says Dr. Hayakaws,
“we have -arrived a$ a state in
human history where we c¢an no
longer afiord to use force.”

Dr. Hayakawa stated his points
very clearly and thoroughly in his
talk, using many simplified, if not
oversimplified, examples to en-
lighten his audience. After the
talk, approximately half stayed
for a question and answer period.

8. I. Hayakawa was born in 1906
in Vancouver, Canads, the son of
a successiul importer who came 1o
San Francisco earlier from Japan.

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THE DORMITORY CONTRACT

It took a five-hour-long Dormitory Committee meeting and
some rather bitter debate to settle the matter after a week of
heated discussion among the dormitory residents but the Com-
mittee has agreed to purchase The Tech for distribution among
the residents for the next year. One thousand dollars has been
budgeted for the rest of the year to buy the newspaper at $.045
per copy. Dormitory men who want the paper will have to
ask at one of the dormitory offices for their copy.

Tt has been a source of perennial wonder to the paper’s Man-
aging Board that the Committee in the past has spent nearly
half its budget to supply The Tech, albeit at the bargain rate of
$.035 apiece. There are a number of people in the dormitories
and elsewhere whe would not read the paper even if it were
placed in their hands personally by the Genéral Manager every
Tuesday and Friday. There is no reason why papers should be

bought for these men, Of course, it is perfectly reasonable for

the committee to supply papers for those who want them Just
as they supply other services to other residents.

We were naturally gratified by the number of people who
expressed the wish to read the paper, but we were amazed at
the extreme ill-will, not merely disinterest but bitterness, borne
toward the paper by a small minority. One of the poorest argu-
ments stated by those who wished to do away with the purchase
contract was that if the newspaper found itgelf in straitened
finances the staff would be forced to put out a better product.
About thirty seconds of thought ought to be sufficient to remind
anyone that those who work on The Tech are not motivated by
financial gain, that the staff puts out the best paper it can under
any cireumstances. Tight finances have reduced the quality of
the pictures printed, and further hardshlp, rather than raise
incentive, would probably force the elimination of the photog-
raphy staff. Fortunately, this will not happen.

A poor argument on the other side was that the dormltomes
should buy the paper as a service to the scheol. There is no
reason why the dormitories, or anyone else, should have to sub-
sidize the newspaper. If the paper is so unwanted by the stu-
dents that it has to be bought for them by the student govern-
ment, then it might as well cease publication. We recognize
that The Tech is not a nickel’s worth of newspaper; obvious
limitations on equipment and persoune] make it impossible to
compete with such products as The Harvard Crimson or the
Yale Daily News. If, however, we were found not to be useful,
we would close operations at once. Until then, Technology’s
oldest activity will continue to get older.

'RED CRGOSS OR RED ROSES ;

The issue at hand, gentlemen, is whether or not we shall con-
tinue to decorate our girls with flowers at Technology dances.
It was proposed at 4 recent Institute Committee meetling that
corsages be barred from Institute functions in the future by
legislative command. As at some other colleges that have such
a plan, various charities would receive the proceeds of a token
increase in the price of the ticket, and the young ladies would
be informed that the pretty posies to which they have hecome
accustomed have gone to serve humanity through, say, the Red
Cross.

We take no sides in this matter. Those who advocate the
plan have the backing of powerful forces on the Administration
and Institute Committee; those who oppose it insist that not
even the Almighty can make them surrender their God-given,
inalienable right to¢ enhance their women’s bosoms with
blossoms. We hope you have a fine battle, Tweedledum and
Tweedledee.

Own Tombstones

“Uneasy lies the head of an
Architecture student” — especially
when it is econcerned with such an
unusual problem as the one as-
siened to a large portion of the
School of Architecture a few weeks
2g0. The problem was one of a
series desaling with the use of mate-
rials and in this case the material
was stone, and the subject was
tornbstones.

The material presented was prob-

ably the most unusual collection of
the humeorous, spectacular, and
weird ever garnered.

For example, one budding genius,
not being content with the tomb-
stone of 2 single architect, sketched
g whole grave yard fall of archi-
tects’ tombstones, Upon the most
magnificent stone of all was en-
graved his own name, while en-
graved on the smaller and more in-
significant stones were names like
Frank Lloyd Wright, and Professor
Rapson of the Architecture depart-
ment.

Even philosophy found its way
into the picture when one sketch
came in with the following verse
written across the top:

Stop, wander as you pass by,

And view the ground wherein
we lie, )

Ag you are, 50 ONce Were we—

As we are now, 50 you must be.

PS8, He hved to ke a hundred.

Most of the dates on the stones
were also of the more untisual na-
ture.

Another died inn 1940, but was
ably represented by his ghost who
appeared in the right hand corner
of the sketch with a satisfactory
name card around his neck

The epic tombstone was the
essence of simplicity. At first
glance, it told the whole.story. I}
consisted of an arrow—pointing
straight down,
