AN EDITORIAL: WE PREFER LIBERTY

Claims False,

Sometime last year The Chicago Tribune sent a man east
of the iron eurtain to snoop around Harvard. (To the Trikune,
anything east of the Hudson River is either British or Russian
territory, and there’s ne telling which is the more insidious
evil). The fruit of the reporter’s labors was a series of articles
exposing the activities of the Communists at Harvard Univer-
sity. Apparently not to be outdone by the “World’s Greatest
Newspaper,” and perhaps out to establish itself as the World’s
Greatest Magazine, Life Magazine last week echoed the accusa-
tion of Harvard and threw in Technology for emphasis,

It happens that we don’t agree with Life’s policies on
academic freedom, but for now we’ll just comment on their
statements about the Institute. It is quite true that there are
teachers here whose political, economic, or social ideas do not
agree with those of the editors of the magazine and a few of
them may even be Communists. The only thing about Com-
munists that smacks of illegality, hewever, is their espousal of
revelutionary principle. While it is not unlawful to hold ad-
vanced economic views, working to overthrow the government
by force is. Persecution of Communists on any grounds but
revolutionism endangers the civil liberties of anyone whose
views are not the same as the majority, or for that matter any
minority that happens to be in power. )

A fair case might be made for firing a teacher who used
his classroom to expound subversive opinions provided one is
careful to distinguish between subversion and the mere posses-
sion of unpopular opinions. As far as the spread of Communist
doctrine is concerned, neither we nor any member of the news-
paper staff has had either first or second hand evidence of such
activities at the Institute. We do not believe that such aetivities
exist here, and we have no doubt that if they did very few, if
any, students would be corrupted by them.

First of all,
they can make it their business to
find out how the Communists work
through 2 spider web of ‘innocent
front’ organizations, Years age the
Communisis relled on New York
novelists, poets, and artists to ‘front’
for them on letterhead and Iist,
But the novelists and poets gol wise

names of Hollywood characters and
university professors who teach
astronomy and the social sclences.
The nitwits whe front for Com-
munism on Hollywood salarizs are
probably beyond redemption, but
Americans can still hope to bring
some sense of reality tc Harvard
and te MIT”

netic methods. The molecules of &
paramagnetic salt are lined up by
a strong magnetic field, and so give
off heat. The liguid helium absorbs
this heat and cools the s3lt. The
thirty thousand gauss maghetic
field used is obtained from a speeial
magnet designed by Professor Bit-
ter of the Institute.

At very low temperatures helium
behaves strangely. It has super-
capillarity, that is it leaks ocut of
its container by capillary action
much more readily than most ma-
terials would. Heat introduced into
the Hlguid is propagated in waveg
instead of diffusing. This last phe-
nomenon is known as second sound
—a gontroversial tople on which

As Swimmers Swamp Worcester

Breaking four records along the
way, the Tech swimming team
neatly trounced a' Worcester Poly-
tech squad by the score of 50 to 24
at Worcester last Satuorday after-
noon.

Tech’s 300 yard medley relay
team, and the 400 yard freestvie
relay team both set new M.I.T. var-
sity records (for 20 yard pools).
Fraink Conlin in the 220 freestyle
race, and Bob Pelletier in the 200
vard breaststroke event, aiso seb
new M.IT. varsity marks {again
for 20 yard pools) as the Beaver
mermen chalked up their fifth win
arainst three losses.

Beavers Take Early Lead

That the Tech natators would be
tough to beat became evident early
in the meet. In the first event, the
300 yard medley relay, Tech, with
Emerson Caiiahan, Pelletier, and
Bob Hagard racing shaved seven
tenths of a second from the old Tech
record, winning in 3:09.6. Immedi-
stely following, Frank (Conlin took
a first place for M.I.T. in the 220
vard freestyle event in 2:23.4,
thereby setting a new N.1LT. record,
cubting seven tenths of a second
from the old mark,

The Tech mermen then fook a
first and third in the 60 yard free-
style race with Coombs and Kelly
finishing in that order.
