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HOLY CURIOSITY

Technology’s educational philosophy has undergone an
intense investigation by the Faculty and the Administration
during the past few years, and, although many undergraduates
are apparently unaware of the Institute’s activity in this diree-
tion, some significant changes inthe educational system here are
in the offing. Realizing that this spirit of rejuvenation exists
among Technology’s policy makers and feeling that student
opinion should make some contribution foward guiding their
decigions, we have discussed several specific aspects of the
present educational system here at various times during the
past few months. Cur observations have been vestrained and
objective — we are aware that sometimes the student simply
can not know what is best for his own good — and most Tech-
men express eriticisms much more vigorous and colorful than
Ours. . ! .

Technology students are of high mental caliber, so that
before the undergraduate comes here his learning is motivated
chiefly by curiosity, and his assigned academic pursuits do not
present an excessively ccercive influence. He enjoys learning
for its own sake. Unfortunately, the situation changes when he
comes here. The academic load is heavy encugh to make
coercion and a sense of duty the dominant motives for learning.
Most of the time, intellectual curiosity becomes only an inci-
dental factor. Too mueh of the time, learning is an unpleasant
procedure, as is testified by the existence of the expression that
““Tech is Hell.,” Although the sat.sfaction of intellectual curiosity
is still the long-range objective of the student, it is everwhelmed
by the immediate necessity for passing a quiz or turning in a
lab repori.

A certain amount of coercion is needed to make the stu-
dent opexate at peak efficiency in covering the necessary ma-
terial, but too much pressure causes a decrease in efficiency
so that, although material is covered, it is not assimilated or
integrated. This is the most common objection raised against
excessive academic pressure, but we feel that this loss of
efficiency is not s¢ important as the fact that coercive learning
actually permanently damages curiosity. It is pessible to argue
that the efficiency loss is justified, and that the student will have
plenty of time for assimilation and infegration after gradua-
tion; there is no defense for the stifling of curiosity. A more
authoritative opinion than ours is available concerning this
matter: we suggest that Einstein’s autobiographical notes, (Al
- bert Finstein, Philosopher-Scientist, The Library of Living Phi~
losophers,Inc.), be consulted by all determiners of the Institute’s
educational program.

Reecalling his undergradusate days at the Polytechnic
Academy in Zurich, and his decision to concentrate om Physics
rather than pure mathematics, he says “In this field, however,
I soon learned to scent out that which was able to lead o funda-
mentals and to turn aside from everything else, from the
multitude of things which clutter up the mind and divert it
from the essential. The hitch in this was, of course, the fact
that one had to cram all this stuff into one’s mind for the ex-
aminations, whether one liked it or not. This coercion had
such a deterring effect upon me thai after I had passed the
final examination, I found the consideration of any scientific
problems distasteful to me for an entire year.” He adds that
this coercion was possibly not as great as is usually found:
he took two examinations in all his time at Zurich. Commenting
on modern educational techniques, Einstein says “It is, in fact,
nothing short of a miracle that the modern methods of instruc-
tion have not yet entirely strangled the holy curiosity of inquiry;
for this delicate little plant, aside from stimulation, stands
mainly in need of freedom; without this it goes to wreck and
ruin without fail. It is a very grave mistake to think that the
enjoyment of seeing and searching can be promoted by means
of coercion and a sense of duty, To the contrary, I believe that
it would be possible to rob even a healthy beast of prey of its
voraciousness, if it were possible, with the aid of a whip, fo
force the heast to devour continuously, even when not hungry,
especially if the food, handed ont under such cosreion, were to
be selected accordingly.”

We agree wholeheartedly with Dr. Einsiein., What the
technical student needs is & menu, not a bill of fare.

1949, came from standby electrical
heaters. The eguipment s so de-
signed that heat from one average
sunny day can be stored szo as fo
supply heat for two sunless days.
This period is a compromise be-
tween the most efficient method—
storing heat for only one day, with
minimum heat losses from +ank
dissination, and the far less effi-
cient method of storing the heated
water over long periods of time.
This figure, along with many others
needed for the project, was deter-
mined from long studies of previous
Boston weather conditions. Study
of the sun’s path with respect to
Bostonn yielded the most efficient
angle and direction of incidence for
the energy collectors —57 degrees,
facing south.

Project Dzemed Success

“Tentativély and cautiously,”
states project head Edmund Czapek,
“I would eall the project a success.”
Although several improvements
have been suggested by the long-
term experiments, the basic prin-
ciples seem fo be sound. and com-
mercially applicable. To emphasize
this point, Mr. Cgzapek cited the
case of last January—the cloudiest
January on record in the Boston
Weather Bureau. Even then the
equipment functioned efficiently.
The group has determined, how-
ever, that Boston is as far north as
this particular type of unit will
operste,
