A thirty percent drop in employ-

raduates is predicted by leading
Industrial concerns, government
mnd state agencies, and engineering
&Dneges, canvassed in a Teesnb
study of 1950 employment programs
rondueted by the General Survey
Committee of Englneers Joint
Council,
A decrease of 23 percent in em-
nloyment by industrial companies
nd of 33 percent by government
gencies is indieated by the survey.
Fngineering colleges, polled con-
berning teaching and research po-
bitlons available, réport a probable
drop ‘of 44 percent from last year's
employment figures. Only chemi-

Philip Wylie often sounds like a detective story writer,
suddenly awakened to find much wrong with the world, who
has climbed to a rocftop to shout his warning to the cemplacent
populace below, but his advice to “think’in other calegories”
is notably sound. Brownbaggers are well known for thinking
in just one category, largely because they have been led to
believe that the alternative is intellectual dilletantism or the
kind of materialistic smallness described above.

of the value of familiarity in many divergent fields.

I should like to dispute the state-
ment that there is a need at Tech-
nology for the type of test prepara-
tion given by the AT. — group
cramming with the sole purpose of
getting students through the exam-
inations. In the event that the
Editors have not seen the forest for
the trees I should like to remind
them that one’s prime purpose
attending school is to learn and
undersitand, not to pass tests.

Many students ecannot learn
quickly, and many instructors can-
mot explain concepts clearly so thas
there is always some need for after-
classroom insfruction. ‘There are
two means, obther than the AT, of
acquiring this mstruction. One is
to see your instructor during his
conierence hour. However, if the
student feels that his instructor is
poor, there exists at Technology a
group of some thirteen studenis,
recognized and approved tuiors,
whose conbact with undergraduate
problems is far better than the
A T.s. These tutors, in private to-
toring sessions, attempt to teach,
as well as aid in passing examina-
tions.

If there exists a2 real need in
Techmology, it is to convinece the
instructors, and allow them to con-
vince the students, that tests are
not @ seholastic deity which we
must worship and dedicate our
lives to.

We get
lamb’s liver for the price of beed,
and rarely do we get chicken—an
itemn which is now plentiful and
cheap on the markest but one which
is undoubtedly foo difficult for the
chefs (?) to prepare. The-rolls are
stale every other day, usually the
bread is slso, and the food is cold.

uranium 235 as compared to the
guantity of the non-isotopic forms.
Universe Expanding

Dr. Gamow then graduated from
our solar sysfem to the next com-
plete unit of which we are a part,
the milky way galaxy, The milky
way is only one of many such galax-
ies, he explained, and the actions of
these great masses of stars give us
the clue to the age of the universe.
It has been discovered that the
galaxies are moving away I{rom
each other at itremendous veloci-
ties. In other words the universe is
expanding and, because the kinetic
energy of the moving galaxies is
much greater than the gravita-
tional potential .energy of the sys-
tem, it will apparently never con-
tract again.

The velocities of the galaxies are
known, and the distances that they
have traveled can be computed, and
50 the time when the universe was
completely compressed can be cal-
culated. This time turns out to be
two to three billion years. Dr.
Gamow concludes then, that this
was time of the origin of our pres-
ent universe.
