Academic Deferment-

If there is anything that worries
a student at the Institute, more
than his cum, it is how he stands
with the draft. He should worry,
for the sltuation is indefinite and
unecertain, Current newspapers tell
how Congress is deliberating on a8
bill to supplant the present Selec~
tive Service Act, which expires June,
1851,

Under the present 1aw single men
between the age of 19 and 26 are
eligible for induction. Veterans are
exempt from the draft. One must
have been in service for 90 days
prior to September 5, 1945 or for
& year any time after that date in
order to be classified as 2 veteran.

Academic Defermend
. College ‘students and graduates,
however, ' pursuing a full-time
course of instruction will be
deferred ‘untii the end of the
academic year or until the student
no longer satisfacterity continues
his studies, whichever comes first,
if the draft board is notified by the
student - and a deferment is

- reauested, Many students have been

inducted while still -attending
school because they neglected to
reguest deferment.

Are students in the top half of
their class aubtorratically deferred?
The answer is no, bui many are
deferred for this reason because
it is common practice with the
draft boards.

Deferments other than those

. specified by law are up to the

“discretion of the draft board. The
sitnation concerning deferments
will definitely be eclarified when
Congress finally comes up with
the new draft bill. If new regula-
tlons appear after the induction
notice has been received, under
which the induciee would have
been eligible for deferment, his
case may be’ reviewed.
ROTC Deferment

Anyone enrolied in the ROTC has
an opportunity to sign a draft
deferment agreement, This agree-
ment will remain valid as long as
the student is.in good standing
in the ROTLC, and if he continues
with the program in the Advanced
Course, s

Those in the Armed Forces
Reserves may apply for deferment
only after notice of recall to active
duty has been received. Notified

Robert
Kimball, Director of Business Ad-
ministration, were present to light
the second beiler on January 4,

Section Clarified

Commenting on the apparently
unfavorable student return, Dormi-
tory Committee President Donald
Schlatter 's1 stated that several
statements in the summary which
was circulated were misinterpreted
by students. Schlatter indicated
that many students had misundez-
stood section seven, “Extenuating
Circumstances,” which saig, in part,
“Due to religlons differences cer-

- tain foods are. not agceptable to

various students . . . there is &
possibility they will be unable %o
eat between three and five mesls &
week. . .

The section, Schlatter stated, did
not mean that Catholie studenis
would be unable to obtain meat-
less meals on certain speclal days
of fast and abstinence. He also
indicated that the statement did
not apply to Orthodox Jewish stu-
dents who do not eat pork. Both
of these groups have been rared for
under the program now in opera-
tion in the Baker House, and they
will, he stated, be cared for under
the proposed Walker program, in
exactly the same way; by providing

them with a supplementary choice
of food.

Just about the most slgnificant
concept to come before Dormitory
“round tables of discussion” is that
of the so-called integration of the
various Houses of the Dormitory
system into the secial environment
of MIT. This idea has been coming
to the fore so frequently in Dormi-
tory social and political life that I
would like to dwell on some of its
factors.

As almost everyone knows the
Institute Committee at the start of
every school year pubs out a social
calendar describing the social high-
lights of the year and the various
dates on which they appear. House
Committees have in the past been
directed to plan their events with
an eye on this calendar. Since
neither the East Campus nor River-
side House have as yet been plan-
ning any social action of their own,

it is the Baker House that has come
into variance with this calendar.
On all three of its dance dates it
conflicted: October 21 with the 5:15
Club’s Hallowe’en dance, Novem-
ber 4 with 1D.C. and December 2
withh Techsapoppin’. The first two
activities did not complain very
vigorously as they more or less
draw from a select group, but the
Baker House really drew fire from
the third.

Techsapoppin® is a school affair
in every sense of the word, claimed
the assailants, and should be sup-
ported by all the students,

While much of the criticism for
competition given to TP, by a single
House was warranted, a significant
lesson was learned., The Baker
House entertained its bigegest crowd
of the year on December 2, despite
the well publicized Techsapoppin’.
A very definite trend now exists
away from centralized funetions to
small inexpensive House dances.
This trend will not be too strongly
emphasized beeause the Campus
Committee will not compete with
the popular “Hop” and Field Day
dance which keeps the campus
groups together and that the

majority of its students are inter-
ested in them. Campus Commit-
tees will actively suppert afalrs
like the Harvest Hop and the Fleld
Day dance which it knows is in
the stedents’ interest., Affairs such
as these will remain to keep the
Houses in contact with each other.

There is a powerful section of
opinion which did not agree with
the Baker House move of Decem~
her 2. This group within the Campas
sided with Techsapoppin’ and are
still rigidly pushing the idea of
the inadvisability of individual
Houses planning events in the face
of the social calendars, They
entreat consideration for other
Committees who have budgets
zlready tabulated for future events.

With regard to the following, I

wonder if they are not tenaciously
holding these views, while com-
mendable, In the face of over-
whelming student opinion.

The Baker House again became
the center of this competition con-
troversy due to a projected man-
euver by some of its residents for
a Baker House acquainiance dance
