1t is not generally known that there is & mechanism within the Army
by which technically trained enlisted and drafied personnel! may be
assigned to some aectivity where their special skills may be utilized.
This is the Technical Detachment, to which men with special qualifica-
tions may be assigned upon completion of their basic iraining.

Analysis of the use of technically-
trained personnel of the Armed
Services during World War II re-
vealed that those who entered the
service as enlisted men had the
least chance of using their tech-
nical training and experience.
Trained manpower for fechnical
jobs became sp scarce becausze of
the diversion into non-technical
duties that the Army in 1945 estab~
lished a2 “Technical Depariment.”

Between 1945 and 1247, by this
means, about two thousand young
men with bachelor's degrees or
higher training in the physical
seierices  or engineering were
assignied, at least initially, to tech-
nical activities, When the peace-
time draft was hegun in 1948, a
new Technical Detachment was
established and approximately 500
men have been assigned under this
agency.

Minimum Qualifica®ions

Assignments to the Technical
Detachment probably will not lead
to assignmeni to Officers Candi-
date School, but for those who do
not attend O.C.5. such assignment
will insure ab least some use of
technical competence,

Following is a summary of Army
Special Regulation Number 615-
a05-1, 8 December 1948, The purpose
is immediately to identify and aufo-
matically to assign technical per-
sonnel for “evaluation and deter-

“mination of assignment, regardless

of loeation, quotas, or ordinary
mental-physical and assignment
instructions.” The minimum quali-
ficationns for such personnel are:
(2) Three full years of college; an
A.G.C.T. score of not less than 130;
o major in one of the physical,
biological, or social sciences; or
{b) Completion of two full years
in an aceredited school of engineer-
ing and an A.G.C.T. score of not less
than 110.
Gripes Should Be Aired

Assignment ismade after comple-
tion of basie fraining. Students or
others with the gualifications for
special assignment, if not assigned
under Special Regulation 6§15-205-1,
should bring the matter to the
attention of the appropriate
authorities immediately following
their induction or enlistment.

Talk en Friday

A tazlk on Soviet policy is o be
given this Priday, March 9, by Dr.
Ivo Duchacek, former chairman of
the Foreign Relations Committee
of the Czechoslovak Parliament, it
was announced by the Interna-
tional Association at the Institube,
who is the sponsor. The lecture is
entitled “Birth of a Satellite;
origins of Soviet successes in
Eastern Furope” and will take place
at 5:30 pm., in the New Faculty
Lounge on the third floor of Hayden
Library.

Dr. Duchacek was bern in 1913
and received a doctorate in law
from Masaryk University in Brno,
Czechoslovakia. Before the war, he
was Diplomatic Correspondent for
2 Czech daily in Paris and in
Geneva., Affer war broke oub, Dr.
Duchacek filled the post of Princi-
pal Assistant to tfhe Under-Secre-
tary of State for Foreign Affairs in
the Cgzechoslovak Government in
exile, first in Paris, and later in
London.

Delegate At Conferences

After returning to Prague in 1945,
he was elected to Parliament and
acted as Chairman of iis Foreign
Relations Committee £ili the Com-
munists usurped power in 1948.
During this pericd, Dr. Duchacek
represented Czechioslovakia at the
opening session of the U.N. General
Assembly in London in 1946, at the
Paris Peace Conference in 1945,
and at the Inter-Parliamentary
Conference in Cairo, Egypf, in 1947,

He escaped from Cgechoslovakia
in February, 1948, and later came
to the Unifed States. He is now
Visiting Lecturer in Political Rela-
tions at Yale University, and lec-
turer at the City College of New
¥ork. He is the author of “The
Strategy of Communist Infiltra-
tion,” published by the Yale Insti-
tute of International Studies,

dohn C. Sheehan, Associate Pro-
fessor of Chemistry at the Institute,
has been awarded the 1851 Ameri-
can Chemical Soeiety’s $1,000 prize
in Pure Chemistry, The award was
made chiefly on the basis of Pro-
fessor Sheehan’s work in the de-
velopment of life-saving drugs and
research in high explosives. It in-
cluded elaboration of the Bach-
mann proeess for preparing high
explosive RDX, as well a5 research
in the synthesis of the ring struc-
ture of peniciilin and other natural
products of biplogical interest.

The prize will be awarded on
April 2, at the 119th National Meet-
ing of the ACS at the Hotel Statler

in Boston.

When a freshman enters the In-
stitute, one of the uppermost ques-
tions in his mind is how well he
will do here. He usually has a
general idea of his abilities, but he
is never sure. He undoubtediy
knows less about his chances of
success than does the Institute.
In most of the large colleges and
universities in this country, an ap-
licant 1s admitted as a student if
the schocl {eels that he will be able
to do the work. The schools can
predict fairly well if a man is
capable or not, with the predic-
tions usually based on the resulis
of psychological tests which the

appticant takes. Here at the In-
stitute, however, this type of test
is not used, for administrative rea-
sons. Instead, a system worked out
by Mathematics Professor George
Wadsworth and Mr., Joseph Bryan
is used to prediet the first term
rating of every entering student. If
the predicted rating is too low, the
applicant is not admitted.
Type of Scheool Imporfant
Professor Wadsworth and DMr.

' |Bryan have been working on 2

method of improving the degree of
aceuracy in - predicting the first
term rating of entering students
for about five years. They have dis-
covered various factors which are
valuable in their work, and others
which have no effect. Such things
as parental background, previous

employment experience, scouting

Unique Institute Systes
Predicts Freshman Grades

.| experience, size of family and loca-

tion of high school have been found
to have no bearing on a student's
ability.

For their predictions, Professor
Wadsworth and Mr. Bryan have
found that rank in high school
class is the most valuable single
characteristic. Also useful are high
school grades, the opinion of the
headmaster or principal of the high
school, and the resulis of the Col-
lege Board Exams.

Yery Accurate For Groups

Like any predictions, thess dis-
cussed hiere are partly guessworlk.
Just how accurate they are is found
by checking actual first ferm rat-
ings with the predicted ratings.
Using their system Professor
Wadsworth and Mr. Bryan are able
to gef results about 36% more ac-
curate than they would have been
had had they not used the various
factors mentioned above. Other
sehools that use psychological tests
usuaily get about the same aec-
curacy. The accuracy for groups is
of course much betier, since errors
tend to cancel out. Even in small
groups, the predictions are re-
markably accurate,

In any work such as this, the im-
mediate goal is improvement. Pro-
fessor Wadsworth and Mr. Bryan
are constantly seeking new factors
which will improve their predictions,
Recently, as an experiment, they

tory Committee in the Spring fol-
lowing the election of the Presi-
dent. The remainder of the com-
