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Dr. Pana Farngworth, dean of students, told a Dormitory Committes
group on March 22 that the month of April will be a test period for
the new Open House Regulations. If the new system is successful it wil
be continued. If not, it may be replaced by an Institute police system

with no open house privileges ab all.

The student group, which. in-
cluded Mark Shupack, Edward
Branson, and Ben Sack, had wanted
the hest period to include the
month of May., They maintained
that one month would not be long
enough for dorm residents to ad-
just themselves to the new regula-
tions and enforcement system.
Famsworth said that the shorter
pericd wouid give an indieafion as
to the workability of the system.
He said that the problem should
be setfled beiore the arrival of the
new dean in June,

Faculty Reaction

In explaining his stand Farms-
worth mentioned the unfavorable
reaction to the regulations of many
members of the facully., The re-
gulations had been called “terrible,”
“top  liberal,” “unworkable,” and
“inviting disaster.”

Farmsworth said that all com-
plaints regarding the behavior of
Dorm residents came from faculty
members, not from dorm neigh-
hors.

Farnsworth assured the Commit-
tee group that the Imstitute much
preferred student enforcement fo a
police system. He stressed the fact
that morals could not be legislated,
but that the house rules were sym-
bolic angd that the public’s opinjon
of Institute morals depended upon
the house rules and their enforce-
ment.

Farnsworth called dorm residents
who are indifferent to their neigh-
bors’ moerals “irresponsible.”

In the pear future the Dormitory
Cormmittee will igssue a fve-page
explanation of the new rules and
enforcement system. “Example
cases” have already been lined up
by both the Baker and East Campus
House Committees. Habitual of-
fenders will receive warning and
be given a hearing before the
House Cominittee. Om the second
viclation action will be taken by
the Judieial Commitiee, Two House

The Institute’s entry into the
field of historical research im a
unigue cooperative project with
Harvard University and the Roose-
velt Memorial ‘Association will be
marked next month by publication
of the first fruits of a broad study
of the letters of Theodors Roosevelt.

in more than three years of re-
search, members of the project—
under the direction of Professor
Elting B. Morison of the Depart-
ment of English and History—have
found and examined mearly 150,000
letters written by Theodore Roose-
velt, from 1868 to 191%. About 15,-
000 will eventunally appear in the
collection of historically-important
material selected and edited in
elght volumes by the group.

The project was established here
at Tech in 1948 with a grant from
the Roosevelt Memorial Association,
Harvard University has contributed
facilities of Widener Memorial
Library, and fthe collected letters
are scheduled for publication in
two-volume umits Hy the Harvard
University Press, beginning on ‘April
18. Both Harvard and MYT. have
contributed to the project’s %00-
volume reference library,

Roosevels Leiters” Tech’s

The first two volumes of “The
Letters of Theodore Roosevelt,”
scheduled for publication in mid-
April, will carry the subtitle “The
Years of Preparation.” They will
include material from 1858 to 1900,

The research job is the work of g
team organized under Professor
Morison’s general direction; the
Roosevelt project group now in-
cludes Dr. Johnr M. Blum, assistant
professor of histery; Alfred D.
Chandler, Jr., research associate in
history; Mrs, William Wiggles-
worth; Mrs. Hans Krugemeyer;
Mrs. Richard Slawson, and Miss
Sylvia Rice.

Of the 150,000 Roosevelt letters
surveyed by the group, the major
part is in the Roosevelt collection,
presented to the Library of Con-
gress by Mrs. Roosevelt following
her husband’s death. Other signi-
ficant sources have been collections
in the Royal Archives of Windsor
Castle, National Archives, Harvard
Archives, ¥ale and other university
libraries, the Huntington Library,

Administration Sees No
Startling Enrollment Drop
Thanks To Truman Edict

Virtually all students at the
Institute not deferred in other
ways will be able to postpone
their military service under
President Truman's recent
executive order to selective
service -boards, according to
administrative officials.

They point out that academnic
standards at the Institute insure
that practically all but those st~
dents who flunk anyway will mest
the standards imposed by the order.
Accordingly, they do not forsee a
drop in enrollment due to induc-
tion of students; the number of
students will decrease by about
eighteen per cent due to the fact
that the graduating class of '51 is
larger than the incoming class of
’55.

Meanwhile, the Advisory Com-
mittee on Selective Service has ag
yet no definite information on the
order. It does know that the apti-
tude test will be given at the In-
stitute on May 24 from 8:00 am.
to 12:00 noon. Also, it emphasizes
that students who have already re-
ceived -induction orders will come
under the new deferment rules.

I would like fo.take issue with
Gil  Steinberg’'s /Beaver Rarks
column of Friday, Mareh 18, in
which he discussed the Inftramursl
situation.

I ¢o not believe that ths Intra-
mural Council sidestepped the
dormitory afhletls preblem last
Tuesday night. After o long discus-
sion of two plans for brezking the
dormitories Into smalfer units—one
plans a physical breakdown by
floors and the other ¢ breskdown
by rosters — a majority of the
council felt thet the present system
(that of allowing any group within
a dormitory House to form g team)
was not too objectionable. A motlon
was passed to retain this present
system next year and this motion

seemed tather definite action fo
me. ‘

In regard to the statement that
the Intremurgl situstion as it now
stands is unfair to the fraternities
and thai eventually the dorms will
get a monopoly of Intramural win-
ners which will discourage frater-
nity interest, I feel that a few
points should he brought out.

1. In the past few years, the
fraternities have had a monopoly
of Intramural winners and no one
was bothered about discouraging
dormitory interest. Howsever, it Is
guite conceivable that if o ssvere
breakdown were {o be instituted
dormitory interest would be severely
discouraged. Why is there so much
concern -when the dormifories
threaten to challenege fraternity
sutpremacy in Intramural athletics?

2, Since the dormitories house
approximately 40% of the under-
graduate student hody, I do not
think it far-fetched to expect them
to win at least 25% of the Intra-
mural swards. Until they siart
winning a large majority of _the
awards I see no reason to worry
about dormitery monopoly and
under the present system there is
no indication that they will win
more than what I believe to be
thelr fair share.

2. Which fraternities 'is the
present system unfair t0? ¥ do not
believe it is unfalr to the frater-
nity system as a whole since there
are two or three fraternities who
are consistently at the fop in Intra-
mural gthleties. Why haven’t those
two or three draternities been
accused of being unfair to the
others?

4. Although the dormitory feams
can pick their men from s much
larger group, they cannob get any-

where near as large a percentage-

wise turnout as the fraternities
since the fraternities are picked,
closely knit groups. Also, the dorms
cannot exert nearly as much soclal
pressure as the fraternities when
it comes to getting men oubt for
athiletics.

5. The Inframural managers of
every sport are fraternity msen.
These managers are responsible
for placing teams in different
leagues and for scheduling games,
Last year there were several cases
of games being ‘rescheduled in
order to make matters more con-
venient for the particular man-
ager's fraternity. Oceaslonally the
dormitories have not been notified
of an Intramural sport encugh in
advance to permit their pariici-
pation in that sport. Alse, each

Intramural manager has a vole on

the Intramural Counecil so that the |

fraternitles have a large majority
on the Council. Sinee one frater-
nity may have more than one
Intramural managership it is pos-
sible for that fraternity to have
two or more representatives on the

Council while the entire dormit
system has only three represec
tives,

Dr. Benediet received his bachel-
or's degree in chemistry from
Cornell University in 1928 and the
degree of doctor of philosophy in
physical chemistry from MIT, in
1535, From 1938 to 1942 he worked
with the M. W. Kelloge Company
and developed a widely used equa~
tion of state for hydrocarbon mix-
tures. Fram 1942 to 1948 he was
associated with Kellex Corporation
and was in charge of the process
design of the gaseous diffusion
plant for +{he concentration w«of
Uranium-~235 wwhich was built for
the Manhattan Project at Oak
Ridge, Tenn, In 1246 he was Chair-
man of the Technical Committee
on the Control of Atomic Energy
of the War Department.

Prior to his return to the In~
stitute, Dr. Benedict was Director
of Process Development for Hydro-
carbon Research, Incorporated. Dr.
Benedict is a member of the Atomic
Energy and Research committees
of the American Institute of Chem-~
ical Engineers. He is & member of
the Reactor Safeguard Committee
of the Atomic Energy Commission
. and a member of the Visiting Com-
mitiee for the Reacior Science and
Engineering Department of Brook-
haven National Laboratory.

Dr. Benedict is the author of
numerous scientific papens on
hydrocaerbon thermodynamics,
separation processes, and physico-
chemical measurements.

such as those of Roosevelt's sisters
and private secretary. In all, about
160 collections, 29 of them in
Burope, have been checked and use-
ful letters microfilmed for use of
the project.

In addition, members have re-
viewed a considerable number of
letiers submitied by individuals ior

possible value to the work, Un-
fortunately, most of these are
Roocsevelt’s thoughtful mnotes ©o

those whose personal problems
came to his attention. Most of them
have lititle historical imaportance.

To give the letters full meaning,
members of the project are involved
in three auxiliary ijobs:

1. At least 5,000 individuals
mentioned by Theodore Rooseveli
have already been identified and
the important facts i their lives
dug out. These include such nearly-
anonymous figures as rtivals for
minor state appointments made by
Roosevelt when governor of New
York. The final volumes will in-
clude in footnotes much of the re-
search data developed on these as-
sociates of Roosevelt. At least 60
per cent of the names in this group
turn out not to be included in any
secondary sources, and members .of
the project have used local news-
paper files, city directories, and
records in city archives to find the
defails.

2. The equivalent of & period
history on personalities and issues
has been turned out by the project
editors to describe the background

for places and events mentioned in
the letters.

3. Supplementary material will

include such detailed work as a
study of the origin of Roosevelt’s
ideas, based on what members of
the project find to be the apparent
influences of his readings and per-
sonal experiences,
* Through Professor Morison is sure
the project has not reviewed all
the existing letters of Theodore
Roosevelf, he is confident that from
the material available the group
“will put topether a collection giv-
ing a picture of Theodore Roose-
velt which will not be altered in
any major way and in only few
details by any future historieal re-
search.”

Letters written by Roosevelt be-
fore 1889, Professor Morison reports,
are mostly in lopghand. Typewrit-
ten leters are more common there-
after. But even during the years
while president, Theodore Roosevelt
wrote or dictated most of his let-
ters himself. Professor Morison
states that the collection will give a
detailed picture of how Roosevelt
worked as an executive.

The study has special significance
to the Institute, Professor Morison
believes, because it reveals the life
afid work of one of the first public
figures to understand the influence
of industry and technology on our
society.

Already the project has had its
effect in bringing new teaching ma-
terial into the School of Humani-
ties curricula. Seéveral Technology
students have worked with the
members of the project.
